The Rajasthan government is planning to hold elections for all urban local bodies (ULBs) in the state
between November and December 2025.

A major hurdle is that 91 municipal bodies (ULBs) still have their terms ending in January-February
2026, so legal dissolution of these boards isn't feasible.

The government is considering conducting elections without dissolving these boards, and new
boards will take over only after the current terms expire.

Ward delimitation will be completed by July 2025.

Voter list revision will begin in August 2025.

As per the Rajasthan Municipal Act, a board can only be dissolved if:
1. It fails to fulfill its constitutional duties.

2. Its member strength falls below two-thirds of the sanctioned number.

The Rajasthan Public Service Commission (RPSC) has not had a chairman complete the full 6-year
tenure in over 30 years.

Despite BJP’s 2023 electoral promises to reform RPSC and stop "penalist" appointments, the
tradition of short-term or “part-time” chairperson appointments continues.

Recently appointed Chairman Utkal Ranjan Sahu(former DGP) will only serve till June 19, 2026 —
around one year.

Since 1995, all RPSC chairpersons have served tenures significantly shorter than the mandated 6
years, some only for a few months.

Two Committees formed earlier to bring reform in RPSC during Congress’s time which
recommended appointing relatively younger chairpersons who could serve full terms, but their
suggestions are only partly implemented.

Appointments seem to be made on “adjustment basis” rather than institutional stability.

In contrast, UPSC and several state commissions have more stable leadership and functioning
full-time commissions.

RPSC’s structure and tenure system has become a bottleneck in its efficient functioning and reform
implementation.

o As per rules, RPSC chairman/members are appointed for 6 years or till they attain the age of

62 years, whichever is earlier.

o However, actual practice shows appointments are rarely for the full term.

e Institutional Instability:

o The list of RPSC chairpersons since 1995 reflects administrative inconsistency:

= Only 2—-3 chairpersons served more than 3 years.

= Majority had tenures under 2 years — some even just months.

= E.g., Shyam Sunder Sharma (2 months 17 days), Radhe Shyam Garg(5 months), etc.

o Current chairman U.R. Sahu appointed on 12 June 2025, indicating continued short-term
trend.

e Reform Efforts Ignored:

o Two reform committees recommended:
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= Appointment of younger chairpersons.

= Full-time structure of commission with a regular 6-year term.

= Creation of exam regulatory authority — only this was accepted.

o Recommendations for tenure reform remain pending.

e Comparative Study with Other States:

o Some smaller states have full commissions with stable 20-year leadership histories.

o In contrast, RPSC still works with ad-hoc leadership and lacks long-term vision.

Khushi Baby in collaboration with Microsoft Research.

e The WhatsApp-based chatbot named Asha Bot is designed to help ASHA workers provide health
information and guidance to women and families in remote areas.

e The initiative aims to expand this model to over 10 lakh ASHA workers across India.

e Asha Bot is built using GPT-4 technology, supporting both Hindi and English.

e It answers health-related queries, provides reminders, and shares verified information regarding
government schemes, routine checkups, and vaccinations.

e In case of unanswered queries, the bot forwards them to trained nurses, and responses are sent
back to ASHAs within hours.

e The bot draws knowledge from over 40 government and institutional documents, including those
from UNICEF and Government of India.

e Data privacy is ensured through secure encryption and strict confidentiality protocols.

e This initiative is part of the broader “Smart Village” vision, where Al simplifies and strengthens
frontline health services.
