It was a historic trip of PM Narendra Modi to the U.K in July 2025 where a landmark Comprehensive
Economic Trade Agreement (CETA) was signed between India and the United Kingdom. The agreement
reduces tariffs, increases bilateral trade and expands cooperation in MSMEs, aerospace, defence and in
clean energy. It also forges the new convention of social security called Double Contributions Convention
(DCC), as well as supersedes the previous Roadmap 2030 with India-U.K. Vision 2035. Billed as the largest
trade deal following the Brexit decision in the U.K, the deal will also enhance strategic relationships, climate
action, and multilateralism. The two nations want to become acting global partners in the 21st century.

tower foundations and RoW corridors.

e This amendment pertains to the earlier 8 November 2024 policy on 132 kV and above transmission
lines, with enhanced provisions for 400 kV and above lines.

e What is Right of Way (RoW)?
o It refers to the strip of land used for construction, operation, and maintenance of power
transmission lines.
o Farmers lose partial access to the land beneath the towers and in the RoW zone.
