Bisalpur Water Supply Project is a very large rural drinking water scheme being developed under the Jal
Jeevan Mission in the vicinity of Pushkar in Rajasthan. It has an authorized cost of 365.85 crores to provide
Functional Household Tap Connections (FHTCs) to 57 villages through the use of the water offered by
Bisalpur Dam. The initiative will positively impact more than 50,000 people living in the rural areas because
they will have access to clean, reliable water on which they drink. This is in line with SDG 6 and it
eliminates reliance on handpumps and tankers. It is a great milestone in rural inclusive infrastructure
development.

e Jal Jeevan Mission is a centrally sponsored scheme that was launched in 2019 to ensure that tap
water is supplied to all households in the rural setting by the year 2024.

e The permit to carry out a massive water supply scheme is in place based on the Bisalpur Dam in
Pushkar constituency in Rajasthan.
