e Crime Reduction: Shri Sharma cited that crimes had been minimized by 15
percent, murder rates were decreased by 25 percent and robology had
decreased by half in comparison to 2023. He also reported large declines in
women and marginalized-based crimes.

e Youth Engagement. He motivated schools and colleges to visit the police
stations and have a firsthand experience of what happens in the police
stations and the new legal reforms.
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e Social Media Monitoring: He emphasized on the need to keep track of gang
activity and crime related posts on social media with acting sternly on
violators.
