Army Day Parade 2026 is being organized in Jaipur with tremendous public
excitement, as the city is planning to have the parade out of the Army Area a first
time in the history of the organization. The first full dress rehearsal in the Mahal
Road at Jagatpura on 09 January was dedicated to Matri Shakti wherein thousands
of women were present with the demonstration of discipline of the Army, its courage
and its strength in the action. Youth, students, and citizens were also involved in
large numbers in the event: It is projected that the move to put the Army Day Parade
2026 nearer to the population will be viewed as a sign of patriotism, civil-military
relations, and youth motivation and will also emphasize administrative organization
of a massive event in the population.

The most notable points during the Full Dress Rehearsal.

Patriotic mood and ceremony opening.

e A patriotic performance of the Army band started the rehearsal.

e The parade was started once again after gallantry award winning Army
officers (Ashok Chakra, Param Vir Chakra, and Maha Vir Chakra awardees)
saluted the Parade Commander.

e Contingents of army band and mounted moved on with the steady march and
order.
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Weapons, missiles, tanks, and up-to-date platforms are on display.

e The rehearsal showed modern missiles, machine guns, weapons, tanks, and
military vehicles of the Indian Army.

e An Anti-Tank Guided Missile (ATGM) squadron showed the ability to eliminate
the enemy tanks.

The tableau of Operation Sindoor is a big hit.

e An operation Sindoor tableau attracted much attention.

e |t displayed BrahMos missile and state of the art robotic dogs.

e The robotic dogs were said to have high-resolution cameras, indicating the
current warfare and monitoring ability.

Defence by air and drones capability emphasized.

e There was a show of an anti-air missile system that was reported to have a
range of 155 rounds.

e This system was said to have been employed during the operation Sindoor in
order to counter aerial attacks.
One of the main features stated that it can also be operated using helicopter.

e High-tech drones of the Army were demonstrated, which were claimed to
have the 4,000 metres altitude.

The first show of Bhairav Battalion.

e The Bhairav Battalion showed its might and capability to fight in the modern
warfare, the first time in the Army Day Parade 2026 rehearsal.

e |t was characterized as the new Special Force established in January 2026
which is aimed at drone-based operations.

e |t was said to have over a hundred thousand trained drone operators.
The unit was reported to be ready to deal with hybrid and multi-domain
challenges.

Portability, connectivity, and multi-purpose.

e A four-wheel drive vehicle was shown to work in water, desert and rocky
surface.

e Its application was also specified in military operations and disaster relief as
well as search-and-rescue operations.

e In a demonstration of a modular bridge, speed in the creation of a route was
demonstrated, which could be beneficial in war and disaster relief.

Native dogs and motorbikes.

e Indigenous breeds of dogs, which included Mudhol Hound, Rampur Hound,
Chippiparai, Kompai and Rajapalayam, were involved in rehearsal.
e A Mudhol Hound in goggles was attractive in agility, speed and aggression.
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e The motorcycle tricks that the army people staged involved building pyramids,
riding on one tyre as well as balancing with national symbols such as Ashoka
Pillar and lotus.

Context Schedule, Venue, and Hosting.

e Location: Mahal Road, Jagatpura (Jaipur).
e Full dress rehearsals: 11 January and 13 January.
e Main parade: 15 January.

Jaipur was reported to be the fourth city (after Bengaluru, Lucknow and Pune)
where the Army Day Parade was to be held in the state of India other than in Delhi.

Governance and Administration Angle (RAS-oriented points)

e This was done through the coordination of General Administration, Police
Administration, District Administration and related departments.

Key arrangements ensured:

Traffic and security management.

Planning of parking and movement.
Physicality and drinking water.

Emergency provision and medical services.
Women and disabled facilities.

The incident was packaged as an epitome of good governance, administrative
coordination and sensitive public facilitation.

Conclusion

The rehearsal of the Army Day Parade 2026 in Jaipur was a blend of honour and
weaponry, technology, mobility and discipline display whereas the people were highly
involved, particularly the women, youth and students. The organization of the parade
in the Army Area and its connection to the civic participation was estimated to
empower patriotism and the coordination of the civil and military efforts. The
administrative arrangements were also coordinated, and that brought out the
governance aspect of the management of a big national event in a safe and smooth
manner.

The International Camel Festival 2026 was inaugurated with a Heritage Walk in the
Bikaner district on 09 January that ushered in the three day festival that was
scheduled between 9 to 11 January 2026. The concept of the International Camel

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and folk arts to the local and foreign visitors. Inauguration of this was made in the
presence of Union Minister of law and justice, Shri Arjun Ram Meghwal, Bikaner
West MLA Shri Jethanand Vyas and District collector Smt.

Main Highlights of the opening day.

Heritage Walk inauguration

Justice, Union), Shri Jethanand Vyas (Bikaner West MLA) and Smt. Namrata
Vrishni (District Collector) who cut the ribbon.

Tourism and heritage focus

e According to the Union Minister, the three-day camel festival will market the
tourism in Bikaner.

e He further added that folk artists would be linked to certain Government of
India institutions.

e He underscored how the havelis of Bikaner will not be left to be damaged in
the city of one thousand havelis.

Demonstration of culture during the walk:

e The Heritage Walk presented the architectural heritage of Bikaner, local food,
and folk arts.

e The participants included domestic and foreign tourists, representatives of
local population, representatives of the population, and senior administrative
officers.

Primary Events and Community Outreach Programs.

e Surya namaskar sculptures unveiled.

e The Union Minister inaugurated sculptures that were sculpted on the twelve
poses of Surya Namaskar.

e He talked of the advantages of Surya Namaskar and remarked that these
poses will encourage the people to do it on a regular basis.

Water cooling system, which is eco-friendly, electricity-free opened.

e He opened an electricity-less and eco-friendly cooling system in the water
which was designed on the Industry Association premises.
e This project was established in the preparations of Sandeep Naulakha.
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e The activities of the Industry Association were appreciated by the Union
Minister.

Interaction with foreigners by local food culture.

e The foreign visitors were invited and the Minister of the Union sat at a jajam
with them.

e He served traditional dishes, bajra roti, rabri, khichda, sangri vegetable, and
papad-phali.

e The foreign guests were said to be having the new experience with the
traditional meal experience.

The cultural hospitality and tourism
of Bikaner were manifested in interaction with guests of other countries using
traditional food.

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS

On the lines of ===
National Sports

Governance Act, 2025

The sports governance structure in Rajasthan is on the anthem of major changes.
The 20-year-old Rajasthan Sports-Act, 2005 has also been in the pipeline to be
amended but with the National Sports Governance Act, 2025 in place, the
amendment process has gained pace. Law opinion has been obtained and a draft
made. A Rajasthan Sports Board would also be suggested based on the form of a
National Sports Board, which would give the board more control over the sports
associations rather than the Registrar. A comparative report has also been made on
the similarity and differences between the Rajasthan Sports Act, 2005 and the
National Sports Governance Act, 2025.

What is proposed to change

Change in registration and dispute management.

e At the moment, it is the Registrar who has the power to register sports
associations; however, according to the proposed amendments, this power is
to be transferred to the Rajasthan Sports Board.

e National Sports Tribunal is suggested to have the powers to examine sports
related cases.
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Titles, duration, elections, age restrictions.

It is suggested that the sports associations should have 15 maximum
office-bearers (rather than a 5-21 structure).

Any holder of office can serve a maximum of four terms; and a cooling-off
period will be enforced after three terms.

In the case of the election of the sports associations, the Rajasthan Sports
Council shall constitute a State Election Panel; officers of election will be
chosen by the panel.

The maximum tenure of office-bearers is 70 years; under an international
body, the maximum tenure is allowed to be 75 years.

Articles brought to the fore of National Sports Governance Act, 2025.

Equal representation of all the associated units to the general body.

There should be at least two star players in executive committee.

The representation of women is obligatory; each national sports organization
should have an Athlete Commission.

The government employees must have an NOC to challenge elections.

Key posts like President, Secretary General and Treasurer are fixed in terms
of sports or administrative qualifications.

The deficiency on Rajasthan Sports Act, 2005 (as pointed out)

There is no definite number of office-bearers on various levels.
Lack of a defined representation of the players.

No reference to the representation of women.

No compulsory provision on regard to an Athlete Commission.
There are no special regulations concerning government workers.

Relevance of exams (RAS-oriented points)

Demonstrates reforms in governance by institutional strengthening (Registrar

vs Board control).

Brings in accountability systems such as the term limits, the cooling off period,
the election panels and the age limits.

Proposes the presentation of reforms (players, women, athlete commissions)

in the context of democratization of sports bodies.

Conclusion

Rajasthan is in the process of reorganizing sports governance; the role of the
Registrar is to be reduced and a new structure on representation, elections, tenure,
and eligibility to be introduced, in line with the provisions outlined in the National
Sports Governance Act, 2025.
