One day orientation cum dialogue workshop was arranged on 12 January, at
Chaupal Training Centre, Jaipur, on the joint initiative of Rajeevika (Rajasthan State
Rural Livelihood Development Council)-and the Indian Institute of Crafts and Design
(ICD).
