On 15 January 2026, Shaurya Sandhya was conducted at Sawai Mansingh Stadium,
Jaipur to celebrate the 78th Army Day. In his opening speech on the occasion of the
Army Day, Union Defence Minister Rajnath Singh associated the Army Day with the
memory of courage, devotion, and sacrifice of the soldiers and stressed on the
historical role of the state of Rajasthan in the military tradition of India. It is pertinent
to RAS in the areas of national security, civil-military trust, defence reforms and
modernisation, support of the welfare of the veterans, women in armed forces,
integration.of the states and hosting of national military events at the state level.

The major points presented by the speech of the Defence
Minister.

e Army Day is the day to keep in mind the indefatigable strength, unshaking
devotion, and highest sacrifice of the soldiers that make India safe.

e Rajasthan was termed as a place of tales of heroism, courage, sacrifice and it
has promoted the Indian military culture and made it strong and dignified.

e He gave the examples of the heritage of Rajasthan such as Maharana Pratap,
Rana Sanga, Pannadhay, Mirabai, Bhamashah etc, to highlight the greater
legacy of the state in terms of courage, sacrifice, devotion and service to the
state.

e He claimed that the forts, palaces and monuments of Rajasthan have been
cultivating military prowess, tactics and valour through centuries and the
Sunset on Shauryaland is a real honour to soldiers.
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15 January and the history of Army Day.

e Rajnath Singh announced that 15 January has been written in the Indian

history as the day of self-respect and independence.

He was talking about 1949 when the Indian Army was the first to march under
Indian leadership, and General K. M. Cariappa became the first Indian
Commander-in-Chief.

He explained it as being a representation of the liberation of a colonial
mentality and a day of national determination.

Operation Sindoor: major aspects quoted.

e According to Rajnath Singh, the operation Sindoor exhibited the Indian

military power, as well as the national personality.

The war against terrorists was claimed to be highly coordinated and carried
out in consideration of the human values.

He said Operation Sindoor will not just be remembered as a military
operation, but a representation of daring and equilibrium.

He declared in Rajasthan that Operation Sindoor is not completely finished
yet and that, the peace work will go on until the terrorist mindset is done away
with.

Indian soldier: nationaldntegration, values and leadership.

According to the Defence Minister, an Indian soldier is not merely a warrior
but also a philosopher and a good manager and goes by the name of Seva
Parmo Dharma:

He even said that the soldier was strict on the foe, but kind on a surrendered
enemy and on afflicted civilians.

He emphasized thatthe culture of the Army is we, not | and that the Indian
Army is the living example of diversity in unity.

He described the Indian Army as one of the cornerstones of nation-building by
referencing the work that it did with people outside of border regions and the
strong level of trust the people placed in it.

He explained that the Indian Army has been an instrument of medical aid,
infrastructure aid, and humanitarian aid in times of need and appeared to be a
beacon of peace, and the spirit of Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam.

Women in the armed forces, modernisation and reforms.

According to Rajnath Singh, reforms have been fast being instituted in the
Army, and the objective is to shift towards the goal of having the armed forces
of India being among the most capable with a goal being set to 2047.

He made it clear that the modern global environment is unpredictable and
requires armies to be powerful and modernised and self-sufficient.
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He demanded the constant enhancement of the inter-services capability and

prospective cooperation.

He emphasized the work on raising the role of women such as allowing Short
Service Commission women officers to become Permanent Commission and
admitting girls to NDA since 2021.

Renowned veterans, awards, and other major projects
declared.

During the Army Day parade, five men were posthumously conferred with
Sena Medal (Gallantry):

Subedar Major Pawan Kumar, Havaldar Sunil Kumar Singh, Lance Naik
Dinesh Kumar, Lance Naik Subhas Kumar, Lance Naik Pradeep Kumar.
They adored their widows in Shaurya Sandhya.

A Special Cover was also launched bearing digital signatures, with the theme
of Indian Army the tradition of valour and sacrifice.

In project Naman, the Defence Minister virtually.commissioned the 100 th
Naman Centre at Suratgarh.

The Chief Minister took a tour of Rajasthan saying it was a land of valour,
devotion and strength with the longest international line of the country lying in
Rajasthan and high social commitment to the Army.

He said it was the first parade of the Army Day since the Operation Sindoor
and put it in context as the showcasing of Army success, with the exhibition of
modern weapons used. in the operation Sindoor.
