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The Ram Jalsetu Link Project (now the Parvati-Kalisindh-Chambal Link Project) is a
mission mode project that is underway as part of the water-security push in
Rajasthan. Under Phase-1, see Package-2, an approximate 2.3 km (2280 m)
aqueduct of the Chambal River, is under construction, with a quoted cost of
2,230-2,330 crore in the project note. Construction commenced in May 2025 and the
aqueduct is also scheduled to be finished in June 2028.
