Funding and Convergence of the Department.

e Adopt an organised camp based strategy to carry out on-ground activities
based on GRAM-2026 in conjunction with coordinated planning of the district.

e Have formal monitoring by reporting progress by district daily and compiling it
at the state level.

Benefits

e Funding support: PM-Kisan Samman Nidhi will be used to support the
organisation of the camp.

e Multi-department implementation: Various departments are assigned with the
work to be done in order to have successful camps including Agriculture,
Horticulture, Agricultural Marketing, Animal Husbandry, Dairy, Fisheries,
Cooperation, Water Resources, Energy, Industries, Rural Development, and
Panchayati Raj.

Conclusion

The GRAM-2026 preparedness review focused on tight schedules, accountability at
district level and convergence of departments. The camps will begin 23 January and
the state based monitoring system with daily progress reporting will see Rajasthan
strive to assure that the field activities surrounding GRAM-2026 are carried out
efficiently in the Girdawar Circle level using the available PM-Kisan resources.

Sawai Madhopur celebrated 263 rd Foundational Day on 19 January, the day the city
was established by Sawai Madho Singh |., Agriculture and Horticulture Minister Dr.
Kirodi Lal Meena inaugurated the celebrations and a two-day Agri-Technology Fair
was closed. The Guava Festival which was apparently the first of its kind in the
country was also formally brought to an end by the event. The fair also saw over
25,000 people taking part in the fair, farmers, agri-entrepreneurs, experts in the field
of fruits and flowers, agricultural scientists, school children and the local citizens.

Notable Agriculture and Horticulture News :-

e Guava Excellence Centre: Dr. Meena informed that a Guava Excellence
Centre will be run in the district on the same lines as the already established
Flower Excellence Centre and the headquarters of the district would also be
assisted in the venture.

e Organic seed Certification Facility: To encourage organic farming, organic
seed certification facility will be availed to the farmers.

e Value addition to increase the income of the farmers: The Minister said that
the guava production of Sawai Madhopur is highest in Rajasthan, yet the
farmers fail to get their due prices because they do not have the information.
He encouraged farmers to emphasize on processing and diversification of
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their products through development of products like juice, pulp, sweets, candy
and pickles and also to assure improved market connectivity.
