Rajasthan Police is also heading towards the paperless and more transparent
workflow by ensuring that the preparation of Medical Legal Case (MLC) documents
and Postmortem Reports (PMR) are completely on-line. Handwritten MLC and PMR
documents will be banned in the rest of the state in accordance with the orders of the
Rajasthan High Court, Jodhpur. By 1 February 2026, police stations and hospitals in
Rajasthan will have to employ the MedLEaPR software and the Crime and Criminal
Tracking Network and Systems (CCTNS) to carry out these processes. The change
will look to minimise delays, document standardisation and the manual handling
which may cause errors or tampering.
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What Has Been Mandated

e Handed MLC and PMR will not be admitted in Rajasthan after 1 February
2026.

e The online process that will be valid to generate and handle MLC/PMR will be
only that with the MedLEaPR software and CCTNS.

High Court Direction

e An order of 17 November 2025 by the Rajasthan High Court, Jodhpur,
mandated that all MLC and PMR procedures should be done via MedLEaPR
and CCTNS.

e Top leadership of the police has given detailed directives on how the order
can be operationalised in a district-level.

Responsibility and Integrity.

e The final reports will.be prepared in electronic format by the doctors and the
downloading of the final report done using CCTNS.

e Reduce time taken in medico legal and investigations.
e Minimise human intervention of movement of documents.
e Minimize the chances of legal documents manipulation or tampering.

The field and
district leadership personal responsibility provision is aimed at establishing a high
sense of enforcement, lessening paperwork addiction, and enhancing the
dependability and promptness of reports that are sensitive to the law.
