Jethanand Vyas (Jaipur, 21 January) released the poster of the campaign. The
program aims at deterring such acts.of abandoning new babies in areas like bushes
or drain pipes.and encouraging them to give infants to government
shelters/protection homes, Palna Grih, the CWC, or registered adoption agencies.
The campaign will also provide awareness on the legal child protection process and
control the number of deaths, and injuries that can be prevented via unsafe
abandonment.

The campaign is called the Don’t Throw, Give to Us and it employs posters and
grassroots outreach to stop unsafe newborn abandonment and create safe and legal
channels of newborn handover using shelters, Palna Grih, CWC, and licensed
adoption agencies. The initiative will decrease preventable injuries and fatalities and
enhance the child protection system in Rajasthan by reminding everyone about
recent cases of unsafe abandonment and emphasizing the point that legal
submissions keep infants safe and may facilitate adoption.
