Announcements related to water projects (Yamuna—Shekhawati, Ram Setu),
women SHG credit support, and tourism and heritage initiatives are high-yield
topics for Rajasthan’s regional development-and scheme-based questions.

The Rajasthan State Budget 2026- 27 is projected as a budget of welfare- and
development- based budget with the paradigm of Antyodaya and inclusive growth of
women, youth, labourers, farmers and even the most deprived. A budget size of Rs.
6,10,956 crore, an infrastructure and social focus, and reforms including the
Rajasthan State Testing Agency to provide transparency in exams, the budget is a
sign of a governance and service-delivery push with significant water, education,
health, green, and tourism projects.

which indicates a good economic vision by the government.

Special emphasis has been placed on the farmers and rural development of
the agriculture oriented Rajasthan.

e The emphasis is connected with the concrete steps towards becoming more
independent of the farmers.

Youth Empowerment

Raising the education level of women is accomplished by
enhancing theirempowerment.
