An Sectoral Group of Secretaries meeting (Group-6: Governance and Technology)
held at the Secretariat in Jaipur to promote a public-centric model of governance was
chaired by the Chief Secretary of Rajasthan V. Srinivas in response to the “Viksit
Rajasthan@2047” vision.

enhance transparency in competitive tests.

e Online testing centres: The facility allows centres to have online testing
facilities in place to carry out recruitment tests at any day of the week without
causing any discomfort to educational institutions.

e CM Yuva Swarozgar Yojana: Support up to 1 lakh youth with loan of up to 10
lakh with 100 percent interest free and margin money provision; budget
allotment of more than 1000 crore with a target of 30000 youth being
benefitted.
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e Techno Hubs: 30 crore plan of next-generation Techno Hubs in Ajmer,
Bharatpur and Kota with tinkering labs, deeptech labs, data and Al labs.

o District level skill institutions: Prepare an Institute of Skill Development and
Vocational Training in all the districts.

e Vibrant Programme: To operate in selected colleges in all districts with
knowledge partners assistance to enable students to come up with startups.

e iStart Ambassador Programme: To offer scaling and mentorship to newly
formed startups.

e DREAM Programme: Job oriented skills counselling with technology, career
guidance and online mentoring of college students.
