Rajasthan has initiated. the second lion safari of Udaipur, and the opening was done
on Monday evening. The lion safari was inaugurated by Punjab Governor, Gulab
Chand Kataria and was a new addition to wildlife tourism in the lake city. At an earlier
time of the day, Kataria freed the tourist lion Samrat and its friend Sunehna off a
shelter. Kataria along with his wife Anita Kataria had a gypsy safari ride at around 6
pm. In the course of the drive, lion Samrat was observed to be sitting on the center
of the safari track which made the vehicle to stop after five minutes, then moved
slowly onwards. The event brought to the fore close-range wildlife viewing in the
safari route.
