CHIEF MINISTER IN REPLYING TO THE FINANEE AND
APPROPRIATION BILL.

On the Finance and Appropriation Bill in the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly in
Jaipur on 27 February, Chief Minister Bhajanlal Sharma declared a broad package of
job, welfare, infrastructure and governance measures. In the year to come, a
calendar of 1.25 lakh posts will be given out in recruitment. To intensify youth skilling,
an Atal Bihari Vajpayee Global Center of Advanced Skilling will be developed in
Jaipur at the cost of 450 Crores that will facilitate training on international level. The
government also declared renaming of Mount Abu, Jahazpur and Kaman. In farming,
the price of wheat will be contracted at 2,735 per quintal of wheat next year, with a
bonus of 150.

Employment and Skill Development :

e Challenging due to be launched in the next year on the calendar of
recruitment of 1.25 lakh posts.

e The Atal Bihari Vajpayee Global Center of Advanced Skilling to be established
in Jaipur at an estimated cost of 450 crore in order to get training at the
international level.

Heritage and Place Renaming

e Mount Abu to be called Abu Raj.
e Jahazpur changed to be called Yagyapur.
e Kaman to be renamed “Kaam Van.”
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Agriculture Support and Procurement of Wheat.

e Procuring wheat next year at rate of 2,735 per quintal, with a bonus of 150.

Conclusion

The reply of Finance and Appropriation Bill provided a general governance agenda
of jobs, welfare, agriculture support and significant infrastructure. The 1.25 lakh
posts calendar on recruitment, the increased procurement of wheat with bonus and
massive allocations to local bodies, education, roads, and health gives an indication
of development and service delivery orientation. The signalling on Al, skilling, and
policing also points in the direction of capacity building and institutional
strengthening.

Vayu Shakti -2026 firepower display at Pokhran
(Jaisalmer) and the lessons learntiin regard to air
power and indigenisation of India.

Vayu Shakti -2026
FIREPOWER DISPLAY AT
OKHRAN (JAISALMER)

The Indian Air Force demonstrated mass firepower and operational preparedness at
the Pokhran firing range in Jaisalmer. Over 120 aircrafts dropped in a three hour
period with an estimated 12,000kg of munitions and more than 20 targets were
destroyed. Sukhoi-30MKI and Rafale were in the lead as the strike package and the
total number of aircraft involved was 73 fighter jets, 43 helicopters and eight
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transport aircraft. It included precision guided munitions and laser guided bombs,
R-73 and MICA air-to-air missiles, 450 kg and the 1 000 pound bombs. A firing of an
Akash missile to show air defence and a commando-style surgical strike exercise
and an exercise to run a Jaguar and Mirage aircraft on runways and hangar areas
were some of the main action points.

Key Highlights

e Duration of firepower: 3 hours, 120 planes, approximately 12,000 kg
munitions, and 20+ targets destroyed.
Aircraft Structure: 73 fighter jets, 43 helicopters, 8 transport aircraft.
Frontline aircrafts: Sukhoi-30MKI and Rafale were at the fore front of
package.

Weapons showcased:

Laser-guided bombs and precision-guided munitions.

R-73 and MICA air-to-air missiles

450 kg bombs and 1,000-pound bombs

Air defence exercise: Akash missile launched had been a display of domestic
air defence.

Operational drills:

e Jaguar and Mirage attacks simulated enemy runway and hangar targets.
e Commando-type surgical strike drill.

Special mentions:

e The native fighter, the first time, was absent; the indigenous fighter was called
LCA Tejas.

e |t was the first time that the aircraft had flown a night landing with a landing
made by the aircraft via a landing in the night, a feat that was carried out by
the first aircraft, known as C-295.

Closure: A drone show revealed formations, such as the shape of fighter jet and
BrahMos missile.

This was attended by dignitaries led by President Droupadi Murmu and Governor
Haribhau Bagde as well as the Defence Minister and Union Minister, CDS General
Anil Chauhan, the Air Chief, Air Chief Marshal A. P. Singh and the defence experts of
several countries.

Conclusion

Vayu Shakti 2026 at Pokhran demonstrated the capability of the Indian Air Force to
launch massive, time sensitive precision strikes as well as the combination of
fighters, helicopters, and transport logs in one package that was compatible with
combat style. The annihilation of various targets, the display of missiles and guided
munitions and an Akash air-defence launch supported not only operational
preparedness but also extended pressure in the direction of greater, self-sustaining
defence capacity.
