The approval system under the One District one Product Policy
2024 and the Rajasthan MSME Policy 2024 is simplified by decentralising scrutiny
and approval at the district level.. In conjunction with this, three policy applications
have been transferred to the internet and hence daily applications have increased
significantly. The motive of these changes is to minimize delays, eliminate the
reliance of periodical committee meetings, and encourage accessibility to the digital
systems by the entrepreneurs. The summary is composed of one headline, and
subheadings and bullet points to make the revision faster.

What Has changed in the Approval Process.

e One District One Product Policy 2024 and Rajasthan MSME Policy 2024 have
been changed significantly in the process of approval.

e Applications in these two policies are now scrutinised and approved by the
General Managers of District Industry and Commerce Centres (DICCs).

e Previously, the scrutiny and approvals were done by a task force committee at
the district level; this committee has since been eliminated.

e All the associated powers have been handed over to DICC General
Managers.
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This eliminates the waiting period to have regular meetings and is likely to
accelerate application disposal.

Change: The change is after an announcement was made in the general
discussions concerning the State Budget 2026-27 and a notice has been
issued to effect the change.

Internet Applications and Emerging Trends.

Three policies have been put online in the application process thus making
the submissions to increase.

One District one Product Policy: 72.

Rajasthan MSME Policy: 77

Rajasthan Export Promotion Policy: 96.

Total: 245

New average applications are now about 9/day.

Applications were less than 2/day during the offline process.

The department is in the process of reforming to make procedures simpler
and reach broader by digitalisation.

On 28 February 2014 in Ajmer, Prime Minister Narendra Modi introduced the
National HPV vaccination campaign against cervical cancer and engaged with five
girls aged between 9-14 years after vaccination. It is also during this time that he
announced a huge development package of Rajasthan, providing 43 projects worth
16,686 crore in the form of inaugurations and foundation-laying. It consists of the
package of 34 state-government projects (approximately 8,554 crore) and 9
central-government projects (approximately 8,132 crore) directly connected with the
national highways and energy. The programme was also marked with the distribution
of the appointment letters of 21,863 to the chosen youths in various state
departments.

The campaign focuses on cervical cancer because HPV predominantly attacks its
target organ, i.e., the cervix.

e |Introduced at a vaccination center at Kayad Vishramsthali, Ajman.
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PM had contact with five of the vaccinated girls (9-14 years).

Cervical cancer was a disease that was pronounced as a severe illness
contributed by women.

In over 99 percent of the cases worldwide, it was mentioned as the primary
cause, which was the HPV infection.

Rajasthan has changed their property registration fee by adding a higher surcharge
of stamp tax on properties that are valued at a price of more than 10 lakh. The stamp
duty surcharge has been increased to 13 percent due to an amendment of the
Rajasthan Stamp Act, 1999, which is likely to make house, flat and lot registration
costly. The transition is estimated to.add to the total amount of the government fee
that will be paid upon registration, particularly to the middle-income consumers. One
of the examples highlighted is that in case of a property in the price range of 50 lakh,
the overall government payment on the processes of registration increases by 3.82
lakh to 4.49 lakh stating.a further increase of 67,000.

What Has Changed

e Stamp duty surcharge to rise to 13 percent on property worth more than 10
lakh.

Yadav, the increased charges that may be introduced as a result of raising
stamp duty could'lead to a slight slowdown of the real estate market during
the first stage.

The change is supposed to bring about extra revenue to the state
government.

In general, property registration will become, most likely, a more costly
transaction to the citizens.

Conclusion

The move by Rajasthan to increase stamp duty surcharge by lifting it to 13% above
the properties exceeding 10 lakh is bound to make property registration expensive.
The given instances combine with increased government fees on the 50 lakh
registration, and the shift is projected to introduce additional financial burden to the
middle-class consumers, especially home loan purchasers. Although it is likely to
increase the revenue of the state, it might initially slack the market activity.
