Airport, and its importance to the Hadoti region.

&> FOUNDATION STONE LAYING OF KOTA-BUNDI GREENFIELD AIRPORT,
= AND ITS IMPORTANGE TO THE HADOTI REGION.
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In Jaipur, the foundation stone of the Kota-Bundi Greenfield Airport was laid in a
mega-event hosted by Prime Minister Narendra Modi using video conferencing, on 7
March. According to the Prime Minister, the Kota-Bundi Greenfield Airport can be an
essential plan to the:development of Kota, Bundi, Baran, Jhalawar, and the entire
Hadoti region. He said that the airport would enhance travel, increase trade,
enhance tourism, and generate new economic opportunities since it was constructed
at an estimated cost of 1500 crore. Another point that was raised during the event
was the role of increased road, rail, and the latest addition air connectivity, making
the region.a more vibrant education, industry, agriculture based business and tourist
destination.

Event Overview

e The function was conducted in relation to the laying of foundation stone of the
Kota-Bundi Greenfield Airport. Also, along with this project, the ceremony rites
were performed to the foundation of the Parvan Aakavad Drinking Water
Project and the Naunera Drinking Water Project.

e The Chief Minister, Bhajanlal Sharma, Lok Sabha Speaker, Om Birla, and the
Union Civil Aviation Minister, Kinjarapu Ram Mohan Naidu among others were
at the programme in addition to the ministers, officials, legislators, and the
citizens.
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The Airport is important to Hadoti because of the following reasons.

e According to Prime Minister Narendra Modi, the airport would provide a new
impetus to the development of the Hadoti region. Hitherto, residents of Kota
had to rely on airports in Jaipur or Jodhpur to fly and this was inconvenient
and wasted time. When the new airport is operational, then the travelling of
the people of Kota and the neighbouring districts will be made simpler.

e He also mentioned that with better connectivity, expansion benefits tend to be
broader. Improved air transport will facilitate trade, boost tourist visits,
enhance mobility and link local products and regional capabilities to external
markets.

The event underlines strengths of the region in terms of strengths.

e The Prime Minister referred to Kota as not just an education center. He
indicated that the region was also a major producer of energy as electricity
was produced through nuclear power, coal, gas, and water.

He has also mentioned the differentiation of the regioniin terms of
products and heritage which include:

Kota Kachori

Kota Doria

Kota Stone

Sandstone

Coriander from the region
Bundi rice goes with Basmati.

The Prime Minister says that the new airport will facilitate the extension of the area of
these strengths, and the economic perspectives of the region are going to be
enhanced:

Tourismand Cultural Significance.

The function highlighted the fact that Hadoti is a home of not only enterprise but also
faith and tourism. Some of the religious and heritage sites that were mentioned
during the ceremony were:

Shri Mathuradhish Ji
Keshoraypatan
Khade Ganesh Ji
Godavari Balaji Dham

The sites of natural and wildlife tourism consisted of:

e Garadiya Mahadev and the Chambal view.
e Mukundra Hills
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e Smith Vishdhari Wildlife Sanctuary.

Better air connectivity will also increase more tourists who will come both locally and
internationally. This is a direct advantage to the local youth, traders and the general
economy of the region.

Relatedness and Industrial Prospects.

e According to Kota, the Prime Minister indicated that Kota is developing in
every direction as regards connectivity. He observed that the large railway
stations in the city are being modernised as the Amrit Bharat Station Scheme.
He also mentioned the Delhi-Mumbai Expressway that passed across the
Kota-Bundi area, which shortened the time of commute to majortowns like
Delhi, Vadodara and Mumbai.

e Already, due to improved rail and road access, new industries are being
formed in the area. He said that Hadoti can be a big centre of agro-based
industry. As air connectivity is added to it, the development opportunities of
Kota are likely to expand even more.

Nations on the move Civil aviation National expansion.

e Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that there used to be approximately 70
airports in India prior to 2014, whereas now, there were over 160 airports. He
indicated that air travel has been made easier because of the new airports in
the country, the development in tourism, creation of employment
opportunities, and further development of the regions.

e He also added that the rate of development is greater when the Union and
State Governments collaborate with clear intention and high commitment.

The following are the main details of the Greenfield Airport Project.

The details given by the Union Civil Aviation Minister, Kinjarapu Ram Mohan Naidu
regarding the project are important:

e Project estimated cost: 1507 crore.
e Proposed terminal area (size): 20,000 square metres.
e Total land area: 1,100 acres

He mentioned that the terminal will be an integration of most contemporary
infrastructure and heritage. He also said that since the year 2014, a new airport has
been opened after approximately every 45 days with the Prime Minister on the helm,
and that the civil aviation has become more and more available to average citizens.
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Quotations of Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla.

Speaker of Lok Sabha Om Birla explained that the airport was the realisation of a
popular need of the Kota area. According to him the dream of an airport in Kota was
being fulfilled under the double engine government.

He also highlighted that:

Kota is already well connected over road and rail.

There is adequate water in the region.

It is one of the largest electricity producers.

New groundbreaking air connectivity will create new growth opportunities.

He also mentioned that RIICO has decided to make use of 600 hectares of land
around the new airport in order to promote industrialization. He also added that in the
future, Kota which is already an education city could become an IT hub:

The message of the Broader Development by the Chief Minister.

According to Chief Minister Bhajanlal Sharma, the State Government had laid down
a roadmap of uplifting farmers, labourers, women, poor, and the youth. He cited
current endeavor on large water and irrigation ventures such as:

Ramjal Setu Link Project

Yamuna Water Agreement work

Indira Gandhi Canal Project

Gang Canal arrangements

Dewas Project in Udaipur

Water storage of the Brahmani River.

Som-Kamla-Amba Project

Hadoti region projects of Navnera, Isarda and Parvan Aakavad.

He explained that since the road and rail connectivity was already in place, air
connectivity would facilitate the growth of Kota as an education and industry centre.

Also the Chief Minister pointed out:

An objective to supply daytime power to farmers in Rajasthan by 2027.
MoU ground-breaking and rising Rajasthan Global Investment Summit.
Employment promises and hiring.

Enhancing of social security pension.

Raise in honorarium of ASHA workers, and Anganwadi workers.
Welfare increases on farmers, women, poor and youth.
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Conclusion

The Kota-Bundi Greenfield Airport is a giant infrastructural project that is likely to
transform the region of Hadoti. It will enhance access, boost tourism, promote agro
based and industrial development as well as providing new opportunities to youth
and businesses.

is not less inspiring. According to him, the State Government is determined to
solve the issues of soldiers and their families.

e He observed that there have been outreach activities in visiting homes and
directly communicating with ex-servicemen, veer naris, and the family
members.

He also announced that:

The Chief Minister has indicated that the State Government is striving hard to offer
the facilities and services to the soldiers and their families.

The following measures are highlighted by him:

50 percent discount offer.on veeranganas in RTDC guest houses and hotels.
25% discount on serving and ex-servicemen in RTDC Hotels and guest
houses.

under REXCO in other departments.

e Pension to former servicemen of the Second World War raised to 15,000 per
month as opposed to 10,000 per month.

Ex-servicemen play an important role in our society.

e The Sapta Shakti Command Army Commander, Lieutenant General
Manijinder Singh, stated that a soldier does not live in isolation and this was
the concept behind the organisation of the Gaurav Sainani Samaroh. He
termed the incident as a representation of reciprocal relationship and
accountability.
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e He mentioned that ex-servicemen are the second line of defence, and this is
an indication that even after serving as active soldiers, they still undertake this
duty.

On 7 March, Union Minister of State for Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Bhagirath
Choudhary met the farmers at the Industry Meet and Kisan Mela 2026 in the
National Seed Spices Research Institute, Tabiji, Ajmer. The programme united the
scientists, agricultural professional groups, industry, business people and farmers all
over the nation. The event:demonstrated the role of research and technology in seed
spices.which can help farmers earn more money by enhancing their incomes by
means of better seeds, scientific cultivation, processing and value addition. It also
emphasized the necessity of increased co-ordination among scientists, industry and
farmers to ensure that new techniques are applied in field in a timely fashion and
hence makes agriculture more productive profitable and export oriented.

Why Seed Spices Matter

Bhagirath Choudhary reported that since the ancient period India has been referred
to as the land of spices and the Indian spices are known around the world due to
their quality and aroma. He has observed seed spices like:

e Cumin
e Coriander
e Fennel
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e Fenugreek
e Ajwain

are empowering the income of the farmers and the exports of the country. He further
revealed that in Rajasthan and some areas of western India, seed spice farming has
been a great income earner to farmers.

Research and Technology have a role to play.

The Union Minister claimed that a combination of industry and research and
technology on seed spices can greatly enhance the farm income. He emphasized
that enhanced collaboration among scientists, industry, and farmers is required in
such a manner that the modern techniques soon find their way to the agricultural
fields.

He also added that farmers were supposed to embrace:

Improved seeds

Cultivation practices in science.
Better production methods
Processing and value addition.

In his view, this strategy would help to make the agriculture sector more profitable
and sustainable.

Government Assistance to Agriculturalists:

According to what Bhagirath Choudhary stated, the Central Government is actively
striving to develop the sphere of agriculture and raise the level of income of farmers.
He mentioned such big schemes as:

e Pradhan Mantri Kisan'Samman Nidhi.
e Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana.
e ‘Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana.

He claimed that these plans are assisting farmers in terms of economic security,
modern technology as well as improved infrastructure support.

Research Priority Areas as revealed by ICAR.

ICAR Director General, Dr. Mangilal Jat, has indicated that agricultural research
based on needs needs to be encouraged and farmers should communicate the
research needs that arise in the field. He had a number of valuable observations:

e The list of local seed spice research centres will include Nagauri Pan Methi.
e The research will also be done on Rajasthani dry red chilli.
e It should develop processing facilities on cumin.
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There are some efforts in creating a centre of coriander seed production in the
region of Kota such that the country will not be faced with the need to import
coriander seed.

Ajmer also has a potential of becoming a good centre in spice natural organic
farming.

He also indicated that land is gradually turning neutral or either acidic
and this leads to the need to come up with novel varieties that are:

Alkali-resistant
Heat-resistant
Acid-resistant

Opinions of Agricultural and Industry Leaders

Prof. P. S. Chauhan, the Vice-Chancellor of Swami Keshwanand Agriculture

established in Jodhpur and a-new variety would also be displayed there.
