RAJ (AMENDMENT) BILL
2026

PASSED IN THE ASSEMBLY , WHICH PROVIDES PARENTS WITH OVER
TWO CHILDREN A CHANCE TO RUN AGAINST PANCHAYATI RAJ.

On 9 March, the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly has passed the Rajasthan
Panchayati Raj (Amendment) Bill, 2026 by voice vote. It is an amendment that
eliminates the previous condition of the past where an individual with more than two
children could not be a member of Panchayati Raj institutions. Panchayati Raj
Minister Madan Dilawar had declared that the previous provision had been brought
in under Section 19 of the Rajasthan Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 following the high
rate of population growth at the time. According to him, the rule is no longer relevant
in altered conditions. The amendment will widen electoral prospects of other
qualified individuals who have been denied a chance to run in local body elections.

The major provisions of the Amendment are as follows.

e The parents who have above two children will now be in a position to contest
elections in Panchayati Raj institutions in Rajasthan.

e Rajasthan Legislative Assembly The Rajasthan Panchayat Raj (Amendment)
Bill, 2026 was passed, by vote, by the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly.

e Itis the modification of the previous provision based on eligibility-related
Section 19 of the Rajasthan Panchayati Raj Act, 1994.
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e The reform eliminates a disqualification that previously barred some otherwise
qualified persons to become members of the Panchayati Raj institutions.

Reasons why the Previous Rule was implemented.

e The above rule was made in terms of the state of that day.

e The primary aim was to curb the high rate of population growth.

e By that system, everyone who lost more than two children could not be a
member of Panchayati Raj institutions.

Justifications on the current Amendment.

Changed Social Conditions

e The Minister explained that there has been an increased education among
women.
He also indicated increased social consciousness in the society.
The government states that the changes have led to the significant decrease
in the rate of population growth.

Current Rule Deemed to be irrelevant.

e The government presented the argument that, at the current state, the ancient
rule does not apply anymore:

e The amendment has been thus presented as an answer to the shifting
demographic and social trends.

Broad Administrative and Political Environment.

Eligible persons have an opportunity to utilize this program.

e The Minister said thatthere are many competent and qualified persons who
could not compete Panchayati Raj elections simply because they had more
than two children.

e Through this amendment, such people will now have a chance to be involved
in elections.

Reference to State Employees.

e The Minister has also mentioned that the previous government had already
abolished the earlier clause which denied employees of the government the
right to be promoted once they were having more than two children.

e He added that this is also an indication of the waning applicability of such
rules in the present day.
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Position in Other States

e The Minister claimed that such states like Andhra Pradesh, Telangana and
Haryana had already eliminated such like provisions concerning contention of
Panchayati Raj elections.

Significance for Rajasthan

e The amendment increases the participation of democracy at the Panchayati
Raj level.
It eliminates an old eligibility requirement to local self-government elections.

e The ruling is indicative of the position of the government that legal provisions
need to be revised with reference to the evolving social realities.

e |t can expand the number of applicants in Panchayati Raj institutions
throughout the state.

Conclusion

An essential shift in the local electoral eligibility in Rajasthan is the Rajasthan
Panchayati Raj (Amendment) Bill, 2026. The Assembly has also loosened the rule of
disqualification of two children, which has made more eligible people to take part in
Panchayati Raj elections. The amendment has been argued using the reasons of
altered demographic, increased enlightenment and the necessity of rendering laws
to be pertinent to the current moment.
