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The Fiscal Health Index 2026 by NITI Aayog has indicated that there is a
deterioration in the financial state of a number of states. The report indicates that the
states are becoming less fiscally flexible due to the growing spending, growing debt,
and a heavy load of fixed spending which includes paying salaries, pensions, and
interest benefits. In consequence, this is creating less to be developed and invested
in capital. In the recent ranking of major states, released in 2023-24, Odisha was
ranked first, with Chhattisgarh ranked sixth, Madhya Pradesh tenth and Rajasthan
14" . The report highlights that the issue of consolidating debt and fixed expenses is
exerting a long-term strain on the finances of states.
