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DIGITAL EDCATION IN IAIPUR CNTRAL IAIL

Several new reform measures have been introduced in a new initiative called One
Step Towards Reform at Jaipur Central Jail to train prisoners digitally. The
programme on 2 April inaugurated the innovation. Within the framework of this
initiative, a computer training centre has been located within the jail premises thus
that the prisoners can be given digital learning and basic computer training. The
programme represents a significant direction of correctional reform, rehabilitation,
and skills training of prisoners, based on the collaboration of institutions and
administrative support.

Key Highlights

e The project was. initiated in Jaipur Central Jail in the program called One Step
Towards Reform.
It attempts to offer education to the inmates via digital media.
Under the scheme, there were set up of 5 Intex computer systems and tables
and chairs.

e These systems have been installed on the training of prisoners using
computers.

e A ceremony of opening the computer lab was attended by some of the senior
officials.

e It was done by the efforts of Governance Secretary of Home Department
Manish Goyal, Manoj Kumar Agrawal, Director General of Prisons Ashok
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Rathore, Suman Maliwal and DAV Group of Schools, Brahmapuri, Jaipur
Director.

Background and Administrative Basis

The initiative has been guided by judicial direction

e The initiative has been launched in accordance with the guidelines given in
the impending supreme interest case before Jaipur Bench of the Rajasthan
High Court.

The case is known as the Parmeshwari Chaudhary vs State Government.
The Deputy Inspector General, Prison Range Jaipur, was heard in this regard,
with the Governance Secretary of the Home Department.

e Due to these deliberations, the computer training centre was set up in Jaipur
central jail.

Institutional Support

e The program is an indicator of the interaction of the coordination between the
Home Department, the Prison Administration and the educational institutions.

e |t points to the increased focus on reformation-based prison management and
not just confinement.

e Online learning within prisons will assist inmates to acquire skills and
rehabilitate them.

e The Deputy Chief Minister instructed that there should be AYUSH Wellness
Centres at tourist places on PPP mode.
The objective is to establish Rajasthan as an AYUSH Wellness Hub.

e This step can enhance both the economic activities and wellness based
economic activities as well as health tourism in the state.

Focus on Digitisation

e In the Digital AYUSH Mission, complete digitisation of all services has been
ordered.
This incorporates services via the e-Aushadhi Portal.
It is also through the IHMS Portal that digital AYUSH services are being
expanded in the state.

e The department has been requested to make sure that all the works approved
and pending are completed in time.

Administrative Direction

e Dr. Bairwa taught that all approved and pending works are to be finished
within the stipulated time.

e The aim is to make sure that Rajasthan remains to be one of the leading
states in the sphere of AYUSH services.

e According to Principal Secretary Subir Kumar, there is an ever rising interest
of the people in AYUSH medical services in the state.

e He has also observed that Rajasthan has performed better in the area of
financial management under the National AYUSH Mission.
