Self-Enumeration & House Listing
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Census 2027 preparations have been stepped up in Rajasthan with Jaipur,
employing approximately 25,000 people to do the exercise. The census will take
place in the following stages: The first stage of the census will be conducted
between 16 May and 14 June; during this period, house listing and housing census
will be done. Prior to this, the citizens will be able to perform self-enumeration
between 1 May and 15 May on a special digital portal. The census staff will
undertake door-to-door validation after self-enumeration. The second step, which is
the step of enumeration of individual population, is planned to be held in the year
February 2027.
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Major Characteristics of the Census Exercise

e The first phase of Census 2027 will begin on 16 May and continue till 14 June.

e This step will include house listing and housing census.

e Self-enumeration will be possible between 1 May and 15 May.

e Officials will confirm information after self-enumeration by using house hold
visits.

e The second stage of the individual enumeration will be conducted in February
2027.

Jaipur and Rajasthan-Level Administrative Preparation

e Over 2 lakh officers and employees have been associated with the training
process in the state of Rajasthan.

e There are approximately 25 000 workers allocated to the census work in the
Jaipur district.

e Their training will start on or after 7 April.
By the administrative plan, there will be 2 enumerators of approximately 700
families.

e Approximately, there will be a number of enumerators amounting to six and
under one supervisor.

Field Structure and Schedule Training

e Training of the enumerators will take place between 7 April and 10 April.
e Training of the supervisors will be provided between 15 April and 25 April.
e The blocks have already been prepared as enumeration blocks.

An average of approximately 120.to 150 houses will be enumerated in one block.

The relocation of workers who are on census duty will still be limited until the census
work is completed.

Self-Enumeration Process

filling in the questionnaire related to house, amenities, and family members
authentication by mobile identification.

The system is aimed at streamlining the census participation process prior to
physical verification.
