The Rajasthan Asian Waterbird Census 2026 scientific survey on an annual basis
has brought out the ecological richness of wetlands in the state. The survey
documented 117 wetlands and reported 112 species of waterbirds which indicated
the high biodiversity of Rajasthan although it was a landlocked state. As indicated in
the findings, Rajasthan has evolved as a significant feeding and breeding place to a
number of water birds, mostnotably the flamingos. The census further highlighted
that wetland-based counts of birds are not only relevant in quantifying the diversity of
the birds, but also provide significant information on the health of the wetlands, and
also ecological change:

The Surveyrevealed several important insights that are as
follows:

e The Rajasthan Asian Waterbird Census 2026 was conducted on the state on
117 wetlands.
There were also full 112 species of waterbirds recorded.

e Rajasthan is a landlocked state, but it has become a significant habitat area of
waterbirds.
The state has wetlands that are currently sustaining massive flamingos.
Some of the rare and migratory species were also recorded during the survey.
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e The exercise assisted in measuring the diversity of birds as well as ecological
status of wetlands.

The Wetland Landscape was dominated by Flamingos.

Wetlands in their Natural Habitat.

Another very dramatic observation of the survey was the high population of
flamingos in the wetlands of Rajasthan. This demonstrates that the wetlands in the
state are becoming natural habitats to these birds.

The large species and their counts were tabulated as shown
below:

The survey showed the following significant bird counts:

Lesser Flamingo — 1,46,650
Greater Flamingo — 37,368
Common Coot — 2,280
Cattle Egret — 2,200
Northern Shoveler — 1,870
Little Cormorant — 1,060

These values indicate the outstanding occurrence of flamingos in comparison with a
number of other significant wetland birds.

These are rare and migratory species recorded

Some rare and migratory birds were also reported in the survey, which contributes to
the ecological value of the wetlands in Rajasthan.

Notable Rare-Migratory Species

e DPalmatian Pelican
e [ndian Skimmer
e FEastern Imperial Eagle

The occurrence of these species is an indication that not only the resident birds but
also the migratory birds use the wetlands of Rajasthan.

According to the report, the large sites like the Sambhar Lake and the Keoladeo
National Park were considered particularly important due to the presence of huge
numbers of birds.
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Fear of human intrusion

The survey also indicated that there is a growing number of human interference in
various wetlands. This further increases the importance of conservation and
monitoring in the protection of the bird habitats.

The reason the Census Matters.

Wetland Health Indicator

e Census does not confine itself to a count of birds only. It is also a scientific
measure of the health of wetlands. Researchers can know the dynamics of
the ecological state of the wetlands by observing the number of migratory
birds and the diversity of species.

e Biodiversity Importance The method has been shown to be important in
monitoring biodiversity.

Since Rajasthan is characterized by a variety of geographical conditions, this bird
counts is of relevance to determine the annual changes in the number of birds at the
state level. They are useful in monitoring biodiversity, conservation planning and
habitat management.
