WESTERN REGIONAL AGRI[ULTURAL EUNFERENCE FARMER WELFARE
AGRICULTURAL ROADMAP, AGRI INNOVATION IN RAJASTHAN.

The first meeting of the Western Regional Agricultural Conference was in Jaipur,
where great attention was paid to the welfare of farmers, the innovation in
agriculture, and the co-ordination of the regional policy. According to Union
Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan, agriculture is the
mainstay of India and farmers are the heart of the country. He said that the
government is operating with the aim of turning the farmers into self-reliant people, to
enhance their income, and the standard of living. He complimented Rajasthan on
developing an agricultural roadmap under the leadership of Chief Minister Bhajan Lal
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Sharma and termed the conference as a source of innovation, discussions and
providing new focus to the agricultural sector.

The most important moments of the Conference

° The first regional agricultural conference was launched from Rajasthan.
States of Rajasthan, Gujarat, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh and Goa
were united in the conference.

° The goal was to know the needs, problems, and opportunities of
agriculture in the west.

° The conference was also aimed at facilitating co-ordination between states
and sharing of the agricultural innovations.

° Union Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan announced that

geographical diversity of India was taken into consideration to hold
regional conferences.

Key Agricultural Objectives ldentified

) Farmer Income, Food Security and Nutrition Security.

The Union Agriculture Minister stated that the government has come up
with three big objectives to the agricultural sector:

providing the country with food security,

increasing farmers’income and improving their living standards,

and achieving nutrition security and food security.

He claimed that these objectives would be backed by increasing
production, diversification of agriculture, and integrated agriculture. These
would assist in availing healthy food besides boosting the agricultural
economy.

Application of Science in Farming

The central and state leaders emphasized the necessity of farmers to go beyond the
traditional practices and become more scientific. The Chief Minister urged farmers to
use:

modern agricultural techniques,

sprinkler systems for irrigation,

improved crop combinations,

and use of balanced fertiliser based on Soil Health Card.

Another point he highlighted was the connection between agriculture and animal
husbandry to maximize the supply of natural manure, lower input prices and farm
revenues.
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Farmer ID and Scheme Delivery.
° Shivraj Singh Chouhan urged all states to operate in mission mode
towards 100 percent registration of farmers under Farmer ID.
° He claimed that full registration would enable farmers to enjoy the fruits of
government schemes in a shorter time.
° He also mentioned Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana and indicated that

the loss of crops should be determined promptly thus enabling farmers to
get insured promptly.

States to have flexibilities on Agricultural Schemes

According to the Union Minister, the Central Government had resolved to grant
states flexibility in the amount of funds that they should pay under agricultural
schemes based on geographical factors. This would enhance implementation and
enable the states to better respond to the local agricultural realities. Another aspect
that he requested states to provide was that agricultural budget allocations are used
properly and that crops are procured at Minimum Support Price (MSP).

GRAM 2026 and Agricultural Roadmap of Rajasthan

Union Minister commended the move undertaken by Rajasthan to make an
agricultural roadmap and advised other states to follow the example.

° He promised a team of agricultural scientists sent by the Centre to
enhance the roadmap of Rajasthan even more.
° He was also accepting of the proposed Global Rajasthan Agritech Meet

(GRAM) 2026 .and mentioned that the Central Government would also
send experts, officers.and scientists to that event.

Chief Minister's Key Announcements

Chiefinister, Bhajan Lal Sharma remarked that:

° Prime minister Narendra Modi believes that farmers are the pillars of the
country.

° The state government has increased the PM-Kisan support by 3000
rupees bringing the support to 9000 rupees in Rajasthan.

) Rajasthan is a state that seeks to be a major agricultural export state.

GRAM 2026 will be held in May and it will involve experts, scientists and
technical specialists both within India and internationally.

° The state has made a Viksit Rajasthan 2047 action plan that has targets of
crops category.
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Budget increase of Agriculture in the past

The Chief Minister added that the state of Rajasthan had hiked its agriculture budget
by 34 percent and had allocated %1,19,408 crore in 202627. He said also that
Rajasthan is now the first in the country in the products like:

° bajra,
° mustard,
° and isabgol.

He further stated that processing units would increase the profitability of these
products and dairy production would also be encouraged.
Irrigation, Infrastructure, Comparative Performance.

The Chief Minister enumerated a number of water and irrigation projects, such as:

Ram Jal Setu Link Project

Yamuna Agreement,

IGNP,

Gang Canal,

and Som-Kamla-Amba projects.

He also made a comparison of the current government performance with that of the
previous government and stated that after 25 months:

° 35,368 farm ponds were constructed, in place of 8,152 in the same time
before,

° and %303 crore subsidy was given for farm ponds, compared to %48 crore
earlier.

He also noted that advancements were being made in the areas of fencing,
shade-net houses, the distribution of ownership cards, diggi construction, and
support of gaushalas.
