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On 9 April 2026, the 8th National Nutrition Fortnight was initiated by Union Minister
for Woman and Child Development Annapurna Devi.

On 21 April, the donation drives will be promoted by toys, teaching resources,
and stationery packages with the assistance of donors and CSR activities.
