According to the
Chief Secretary, Rajasthan is the first State in India to operationalise a
PRAGATI-replicated system, which implies that there was a transition between a
system of regular monitoring and a system of quantifiable governance performance.

Ranked in the top five States in the country in this area.

He further pointed out that the State is proceeding with Phase-Il reforms and has
also embarked on decriminalization and rationalization of offences under 11 State
Acts under the Rajasthan Jan Vishwas Ordinance 2025. This step is aimed at
reducing compliance burden and promoting an investor-friendly ecosystem.

Rising Rajasthan 2024 and Implementation Capacity.

Citing implementation capacity, Shri V. Srinivas cited implementation capacity as per
the Rising Rajasthan 2024, according to which:

e MoUs worth 35 lakh crore were signed.
e 38.15 lakh crore worth of projects have already been grounded.

e This indicates a good capacity of the State to transition between intent of
investment and on-ground implementation.

Conclusion

Rajasthan has made a significant stride in developing a robust petrochemical-led
industrial ecosystem by signing of 18 tripartite MoUs between HPCL Refinery, the
Department of Industries and Commerce and.industrial units to supply downstream
products in the Rajasthan Petro Zone (RPZ) at Balotra. The agreements were signed
in the presence of Chief Minister Shri Bhajan Lal Sharma to make sure the raw
materials would be available to new petrochemical-based industries. This is
significant to the examinations as-it connects refinery-based industrialisation and
downstream manufacturing, employment creation, facilitated investment and
development of Rajasthan as a value-added manufacturing centre.

The Pachpadra Refinery and’'Rajasthan Petro Zone is
significant because‘of the following reasons.

Chief Minister remarked that the Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi will open the
Pachpadra Refinery on 21 st April and he termed it as a gift of history to both the
State and the country. He said that the Rajasthan Refinery and Petrochemical
Complex will not'only be a lead centre of fuel production, but will also be the catalyst
of petrochemical-powered industrial revolution in Rajasthan.

To serve industries that depend on the refinery production, the Rajasthan Petro Zone
has been established such that entrepreneurs can directly acquire raw material in
the refinery. This will save production costs by a big margin and lead to the creation
of industries in such areas as:

e Plastics
e Pharmaceuticals
e Automobiles
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Industrial Land Allocation and Plug-and-Play Facilities

The Chief Minister has pointed out that efforts are being made quickly to generate
more jobs by expansion of industries that are related to refinery. The Rajasthan
Petro Zone at Borawas-Kalawa, adjacent to the refinery is under development on an
area of about 1022 hectares.

During the first stage:

e An area of approximately 30 hectares of land is already developed.
e Of the total of 86 industrial plots, 45 plots have been allotted.
e Eight plug-and-play factory sheds have been built.

Such plug-and-play sheds are particularly critical as they enable investors to install
machinery and start production within a short time, save time wastage in initial
installation.

During the Second Phase, expansion plans.will be
implemented

The Chief Minister said that in the second,phase of the Rajasthan Petro
Zone:

There will be a total of 213 hectares to allot 257 plots.
There is already a category A environmental clearance.

e There are 8 plots of between 500 square metres to 162000 square metres
that have been planned.

e The construction of infrastructure has been approved on approximately 87
hectares at a cost of 68 crore.

The infrastructure that will be developed is:

e Roads

e Electricity

e Street lights
e Sign boards

It means that Rajasthan is not merely open to investment, but it is also creating an
industrial ecosystem with bare-bones ready.

Third Phase and Future Growth.

The third phase of petro zone of Rajasthan will occupy 780 hectares. This has
already applied to be granted an environmental clearance of the Category A of 447
hectares. According to the Chief Minister, almost 780 hectares of land has been
assigned in favour of RIICO in the following areas:

e Ramnagar (Thob)
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Sindhiyon ki Dhani
Waderlai

Borawas Extension
Khemababa Nagar

He also declared that a industrial area will be formed at Jerla. After the development
of infrastructure in these regions, plot allotment will also start in these regions.

Downstream Petrochemical Products and Industrial Potential

One of the biggest attractions of this development is that the refinery will not only
generate fuel, but will also generate a significant amount of downstream
petrochemical products. These products will be used as raw material in future
industrial units as they are of high quality.

Important downstream products mentioned include:

Polypropylene

Polyethylene (HDPE/LLDPE)
Benzene

Toluene

Butadiene

Depending on these praducts, numerous industries can be
created within the region.

There are probably products that will be manufactured

Refinery-based petrochemical raw material can be processed to facilitate the large
scale production of domestic and industrial products including:

Automobile dashboards
Automobile bumpers
Synthetic fibres

Medical syringes
Paints

Detergent chemicals

This is of great importance as it will generate value addition in the State as opposed
to having the refinery to refine the product solely to primary fuel.

The Rajasthan Petro Zone is one of the tripartite MoUs signed indicating a significant
move toward transforming refinery capacity into industrial.growth and creation of
jobs. Ready industrial land, plug and play facilities and phased development.of
infrastructure by guaranteeing downstream product supply are some of the ways
through which Rajasthan is establishing a robust petrochemical ecosystem around
the Pachpadra Refinery. Through this initiative western Rajasthan can dramatically
hasten the industrialisation process and enhance the manufacturing capability of the
State in the long run.

Another significant move the Government of Rajasthan has made is to enhance the
industrial and financial ecosystem of the State by giving RIICO an equity capital
assistance of 50 crore to Rajasthan Financial Corporation (RFC). Out of this amount
approved, the amount of 20 crore has already been transferred in two instalments.
This development matters to.the examination perspective since it relates the public
financial institutions, industrial development, financing of MSMEs, state support
mechanisms-and creation of employment in Rajasthan.

As per the directions of RIICO management:

e The first instalment was 10 crore released.
e A sum of ¥10 crore was transferred as the second instalment.

Therefore, the amount of equity capital support has been disbursed to date totaling,
%20 crore.

The equity allocation to Riico is as shown below:

According to the article, as part of the equity capital support, which is to be offered
by RIICO, Rajasthan Financial Corporation will assign equity shares of equal value
to RIICO.
