Office walls where necessary should be painted.

Wall and cupboard posters should be taken away.

Third Phase: Disposal

e any material found will be discarded as per regulations.

e The development of all offices will be checked in the middle of the campaign
and after the campaign.

Better Work Culture: 5S Method.

The campaign will adopt the approach of efficient management, cleanliness, work
efficiency and quality service delivery through the implementation of the 5S method.

Seiri: Sorting

e Unused, old and damaged files, materials and equipment will be identified.
e Such items will be separated and disposed of according to rules.

Seiton: Systematic Arrangement

e Files, records and equipment required will be stored at designated locations.
e Cupboards, racks, stores and desks will be properly labeled.

Seiso: Cleanliness

e The cleaning of office rooms, stores and workspaces, verandas, etc. will be
carried out on a regular basis.
e ‘Work places will be rendered clean, safe and appealing.

Seiketsu: Standardization

e It will be implemented by having uniform standards in set up of offices,
handling and maintaining files and in maintaining cleanliness.

The long-awaited Mukundra Hills Tiger Reserve tunnel on the Delhi-Mumbai 8-lane
Expressway is anticipated to open to traffic around 15 May. The one side of the
tunnel with 4 lanes has been finished. The safety checks and other formalities are in
process and are likely to be finished in approximately 10 days. With this section
opening, it will be possible to have continuous movement of traffic among the
following locations on the expressway: This tunnel is not only important to the
transport infrastructure of Rajasthan but also the easier movement through the Kota
region.
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The main characteristics of Mukundra Hills Tunnel

The tunnel is also a section of the Delhi-Mumbai 8-lane Expressway.

It is being built in the Mukundra Hills Tiger Reserve, region around Kota.
It is said to be the widest tunnel in Rajasthan.

One of the tunnels (made up of 4 lanes) has been completed.

Safety audit and formal procedures are underway.

Traffic on the completed 4-lane side is likely to start about around 15 May.
The second 4-lane side will be completed by the end of June.

Significance on Traffic Movement

Delhi to Gujarat Connectivity

Reduction of Traffic Congestion

e The benefits of the opening of the tunnel are that it will reduce the amount of
traffic congestion in the area of Dara.
People who pass by this route are likely to be relieved of the traffic jam.
Improved movement of vehicles within the region will enhance connectivity
within the region around Kota.
