The Export Promotion Policy for the State of Rajasthan has been updated to boost
export activities.The Rajasthan Export Promotion Policy, 2024, has been revised to
promote the growth of exports.

In response to the announcement made by the Hon'ble Chief Minister Shri Bhajan
Lal Sharma, the Rajasthan Government has released a notification to amend the
Rajasthan Export Promotion Policy 2024. The revised provision has doubled the
maximum grant amount for technical upgradation from ¥50 lakh to ¥1 crore.

These
comprise the cleaning of 42,200 water sources, the inauguration of 18,900
completed works and the launch of 5,600 works. Approximate 2 crore 53 lakh people
took part in the campaign which included 1 crore 32 lakh women.

Hub far Electronics Manufacturing
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RAJASTHAN EMERGES RS A PROMISING HUB
FOR ELECTRONIGS MANUFACTURING

Union Minister for Electronics & Information Technology Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw
stated that Rajasthan has tremendous potential to emerge as a key player in
electronics manufacturing industry. He was meeting the stakeholders, investors and
experts of the electronics and semiconductor industry at the Chief Minister's Office in
a discussion on the industry. Shri Vaishnaw said that under Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi’s leadership, India is progressing rapidly in this sector. A total of 450
factories have been facilitated in the past two years, with 75 factories being
approved in a year under the Electronic Components Manufacturing Scheme. He
called upon the investors to lay down definite expectations of setting up Electronics
Manufacturing units in Rajasthan.

Here are'thekey highlights of the Dialogue:

e The talks were on the opportunities in electronics and semiconductor industry
in Rajasthan.

e Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw, Union Minister, discussed the electronics
manufacturing capability of Rajasthan.

In the past two years, he said, 450 factories have been facilitated.
As per the Electronic Components Manufacturing Scheme, in one year 75
factories have been approved.

e The budget of this scheme has also been raised by the Union Cabinet.
Investors were encouraged to set target for setting up electronics
manufacturing units.

e The Union Minister promised the government with two engines to provide
unconditional support.
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e The Chief Minister announced that India is now in the list of countries that
produce semiconductors.

e An incentive package of over 76,000 crore is being pursued for the India
Semicon Mission.

e The state government has adopted Rajasthan Semiconductor Policy for
building an ecosystem.

Semiconductor Cluster and Investment Potential

The first semiconductor cluster was founded in Bhiwadi.

This month, the Chief Minister of Rajasthan, Shri Bhajanlal Sharma, announced the
launch of the first semiconductor cluster in Bhiwadi, a city in the state. The cluster
has been developed over 50 acres and will have the capacity to produce around 6
crore chips every year. This cluster has already drawn investments of over *1200cr
from 20 companies.

Importance of Semiconductor Chips

Semiconductors' role from SIM to space, mobile to missile is crucial, said the Chief
Minister. He said that the future will be of those countries and states that develop
their capacities in this field. In this regard, the government of Rajasthan is keen on
promoting a robust semiconductor and electronics manufacturing ecosystem.

Rajasthan’s Triple-S Advantage
Silica, Skill and Solar

The Chief Minister said that the state's Triple-S ability — silica, skill and solar — is a
big opportunity for the semiconductor industry. The three strengths can assist the
state to become competitive for semiconductor manufacturing, electronics
manufacturing, and related industrial development.

The government pravides support to industries.

e Rajasthan Semiconductor Policy has been in place to create a better
ecosystem.

e The Rajasthan Industrial Development Policy has also been approved.
Special incentives are offered for semiconductors, data centres and defence
manufacturing.

e Rajasthan Investment Promotion Scheme 2024 is a financial and
infrastructure assistance scheme for industries.

e The state government provides extra capital subsidy to the projects
sanctioned through Government of India’s Semiconductor Mission.

e Up to 5 per cent interest subsidy on term loan has also been provided.
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The Silicon Valley of Rajasthan is JPMIA.

The Chief Minister has said that the development of Silicon Valley of Rajasthan,
Jodhpur-Pali-Marwar Industrial Area and Kankani area has begun. It is here that an
integrated industrial environment is being developed for the chip design, electronics
manufacturing and system development units. He added that a huge 60 per cent
area of the state Rajasthan is linked with the Delhi-Mumbai Industrial Corridor. The
industrial areas of Bhiwadi, Neemrana and Kotputli are located close to the National
Capital Region which provides the industries with good connectivity, supply chain
support and quick transportation.

OSAT and ATMP units will benefit from the following
incentives:

Colonel Rajyavardhan Rathore, industry and commerce minister, said
semiconductors have emerged as the cornerstone of global power and economic
self-reliance in the digital era.

The state government is contributing to Outsourced Semiconductor Assembly and
Test units as well as Assembly, Testing, Marking and Packaging units. These include
exemption for electricity duty, stamp duty relief, capital subsidy, interest subsidy and
reimbursement of green measures. A customised package is also available for
investments of more than X500 crore. The allocation of land has also been simplified
and transparent.
