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Rajasthan’s TB-Free India 100-Day
Special Campaign

The “TB-Free India Campaign~ 100-Day Special Campaign” was launched on 24
March 2026 and Rajasthan is taking significant strides towards achieving TB-free
status. The state government is making efforts to make India TB free under the
leadership of Chief Minister Bhajan Lal Sharma, following the PM Narendra Modi's
dream of a TB free India. Almost 19 lakh-people have been screened in Rajasthan in
60 days. Early detection, scientific testing, nutrition support, public awareness and
community participation are the key points of the campaign. It also supports the
vision of the state government “Niramay Rajasthan” of making healthcare services
accessible and sensitive for all sections of the society.

Here are'some highlights of the TB-Free Campaign in
Rajasthan:

The 100-day special campaign started from 24 March 2026.

Around 19 lakh people were screened in 60 days.

The campaign is underway in 11328 high risk villages and wards.

Almost 5000 Ayushman Arogya camps have been set up in the state.

Over 18.93 lakh people have been screened for TB.

Timely detection of the disease has been done with 16.51 lakh chest X-rays.
Ensuring more than 1.41 lakh NAAT tests for accurate diagnosis.

Active case finding activities identified 32,102 new TB patients.

Of the new cases identified, 10,457 were asymptomatic.
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Screening, diagnosis and active case finding for Ebola should be conducted using
the following steps:

The campaign has boosted the capacity of the State of Rajasthan to identify TB
cases at an early stage. Active case-finding has helped the health department reach
vulnerable and high-risk populations. Identification of over 10,000 people with
detectable TB who do not have symptoms is particularly important as this can
represent those who could have been passed the ball of the TB epidemic and not
known that they had it. The state is prioritizing scientific, timely and accurate
diagnosis with the help of NAAT machines and chest X-rays.

Treatment Support and Preventive Care

Differentiated TB Care

e Over 32,000 potential TB patients who were eligible for differentiated TB care
identified.
Out of these, over 16,500 patients were assessed.
This is a patient assessment achievement of 51 percent.

TB Preventive Treatment

e To prevent TB infection, 12,535 people have been started on TB Preventive
Treatment.
e Preventive treatment is crucial in minimizing the burden of TB in the future.

Nutrition Support and Community Participation.

It is important to recognize that nutrition support is also an essential component of
TB treatment as it plays a vital role in improving patients' recovery and in achieving
effective and complete TB treatment.

Nearly 46,000 TB patients were identified for nutrition support due to consenting.
e Around 38,000 beneficiaries received nutrition kits.

This is an accomplishment rate of almost 83 percent.

e During the campaign period, 2000 new Nikshay Mitras were registered.
e TB patients were supplied with food baskets, supported by the community,
around 34,000 were distributed.

Public Awareness and Jan Bhagidari

e The campaign is being formulated as an open campaign. Public awareness
and active involvement is at the heart of the TB elimination policy in
Rajasthan.

e 7,500 school-level activities organised throughout the state.

1363 college-level activities were carried out.

e The number of public representatives who actively contributed is more than
7,000. During 2025, 1.63 lakh TB patients were notified in Rajasthan.

India's young squash player Divyanshi Jain has won the bronze medal in the
Women's Under-13 category of the 33rd Asian Junior Squash Championship in
China.
