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Anti-Drug Enforcement Under Operation Vajra Prahar, Baran Police has taken a
significant step in curbing drug trafficking by freezing of assets worth of a little less
than %3.92 crore that are linked to the accused drug trafficker Biramchand Lodha
and his family. This action was taken under Section 68-F of the NDPS Act, which
provides for the freezing of property related to narcotic offences.

%160,26,526/-.

Suspicious Banking Transactions

e More than the amount of ¥ 23254585 was used/in a year and the amount is
suspicious according to police investigation.

e These transactions did not have a valid source of income identified.
All these financial transactions were considered part of the illegal economic
network established by the drug trafficking.

e Actions are taken on the basis of the law.Actions are based on the law.

Section 68-F of the NDPS-Act

e Power to freeze illegally acquired property in respect of narcotics offences is
available under Section 68-F of the NDPS Act. It is applied to stop accused
people from enjoying or-selling such assets made from illegal drug money
and/or transferring such assets.

e Inthis case, Sarathal Police lodged a complaint in front of the competent
authority.in Delhi. The authority gave its approval to the freezing order after
about two months of hearing. The action was implemented according to the
order dated 16 May 2026 on 2 June 2026 under the supervision of the District
Collector, Baran.

Criminal Record of the Accused

There are three serious cases against Biramchand Lodha under NDPS Act.
One of these cases is related to the commercial quantity.

Earlier, police had taken 250 kg of doda chura from him.

The estimated international value of narcotic substance seized is about ¥10
lakh.

e Earlier, a car of Baleno worth of around %8 lakh used in trafficking was seized.
