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PM SVANidhi Becomes a Pathway to Prosperity for
Street Vendors in Rajasthan
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Under the leadership of Chief Minister Bhajanlal. Sharma, the Prime Minister Street Vendor’s
AtmaNirbhar Nidhi Scheme, popularly known as PM SVANidhi, is being implemented
effectively in Rajasthan. The scheme is enabling street vendors, hawkers and small urban
traders to avail with formal credit and making them financially self-reliant for achieving a
better livelihood.

Under the scheme, more than X428.93 crore has been disbursed to more than 3 lakh
beneficiaries in Rajasthan. In addition to credit support, beneficiaries have also enjoyed
interest subsidy and cashback benefits, and the scheme is an important instrument for
inclusive urban economic development.

The key features of PM SVANidhi in Rajasthan are as follows:

e Working capital support is being provided to street vendors without any collateral
under PM SVANidhi Scheme.

e Of the 362565 eligible applications in Rajasthan, 3,06,255 took the loan worth of
X439 crore.

e Over 3 lakh beneficiaries have already been provided loans of over X428.93 crore.
e Atotal of over 1.64 lakh beneficiaries have paid their loans timely.
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Those that pay off loans timely get a 7 per cent interest subsidy.

A total of over X6.57 crore has been paid directly to the beneficiaries' accounts as interest
subsidy so far.

Once these street vendors pay back their loan amount in a timely fashion, they are eligible
to get more loans in the second phase.

The PM SVANidhi objectives and benefits are of little interest to the general public.

Objectives

e To make credit facility available to street vendors in the form of Working Capital loan
without any collateral security.

e To minimise informal moneylender and high interest lending.

e To link street vendors to the formal banking system.

e To encourage electronic commerce with small urban traders.

e To promote self-employment, self-reliance and-a dignified living.

Benefits

e The scheme provides phased-working capital loans of 15,000, X25,000 and X50,000.

e Users are getting a handful of benefits for their digital transactions like cashback of
up to X1,600.

e Over 2.26 lakh beneficiaries have got cashback benefits worth over 10 crore in
Rajasthan.

e After paying back loans which are given'in the second phase, the street vendors will
be eligible to get a UPI linked -RuPay Credit Card of Rs. 30,000.

The scheme aims to improve financial inclusion and banking services to small traders.

Role in Urban Economy

Street vendors are an important part of the urban economy. They ensure availability of
cheap goods and services to the masses and offer livelihood to lakhs of families. But for long
they were not a part of the formal credit system and relied on moneylenders.

PM SVANidhi has been instituted to overcome this problem and extends institutional credit.
In the cities such as Jaipur, over 60,000 street vendors have applied to avail the scheme
whereas in Jodhpur, over 18,000 applications have been received. There has been a
substantial involvement in the cities of Bikaner, Ajmer, Udaipur, Bhilwara, Alwar, Sri
Ganganagar, Bharatpur, Hanumangarh and Sawai Madhopur.

Social Security and Digital Inclusion

The “SVANidhi se Samriddhi” scheme is linking the beneficiaries and their families with
different Central Government schemes by conducting socio-economic profiling. This enables
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the eligible families to receive health, education, housing, insurance and social security
schemes.

The beneficiaries are also being trained in financial literacy, digital literacy, food safety and
hygiene with the help of the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India. It enhances the
quality of their business and can help to boost their earnings.

Women and the Marginalised Groups

PM SVANidhi has come up as one of the significant social inclusion schemes. About 34% of
the beneficiaries in Rajasthan are women. Approximately, 70% of the beneficiaries are SC,
ST, OBC and other deprived class.

This shows that the scheme is not only promoting economic growth but also contributing to
the empowerment of women and marginalised sections.
The consequences of the Scheme

The impact assessment studies done independently have yielded positive results of PM
SVANidhi. Some 95% of beneficiaries obtained a loan for the first time from formal financial
institutions. The beneficiaries were later able to access additional loans, as almost a third of
them were of good creditworthiness.

Beneficiaries' average yearly earnings have gone up by up to 20%. This has led to their better
living conditions and better access to healthy food, health services and quality education.

Conclusion

This time; PM SVANidhi has transcended the scope of a credit scheme for street vendors. It
is an all-in-one financial inclusion, digital empowerment, social security and dignity of
livelihood program. It is successfully being implemented in Rajasthan and is creating positive
economic and social change.among lakhs of families. The extension till March 2030 will
make the objectives of Viksit Rajasthan and Atmanirbhar Bharat more stronger.

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The Prime Minister Safe Motherhood Campaign (PMSMA) has been implemented for 10
years in the field of maternal and child health and is a successful campaign. The campaign
started with the vision of then Prime Minister Narendra Modi to ensure quality antenatal
care services for pregnant women, free of cost.
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This time, special PMSMA sessions were conducted in the government health institutions of

Rajasthan. During these sessions, pregnant women were provided free antenatal check-ups,

medical consultation and treatment services. The campaign has been a key factor in the

success of lowering mortality rates of mothers and children at birth by ensuring timely

diagnosis and treatment of pregnancy-related complications.

Key Features of PMSMA

This is the Prime Minister Safe Motherhood Campaign which offers free antenatal
health services to pregnant women.

In Rajasthan the sessions of PMSMA are conducted on 9th, 18th and 27th of every
month.

The services offered in the campaign are up to Primary Health Centre level, according
to Central Government guidelines.

Women in pregnancy are provided with antenatal check-up, counselling, blood tests,
identification of high risk pregnancies and treatment services.

Quality healthcare services were being provided with the involvement of specialist
doctors from government and private sectors:

The campaign promotes early detection of pregnancy complications like severe
anaemia, high blood pressure, diabetes and twin pregnancy.

Achievements of PMSMA

Over the past 10 years, PMSMA has become an essential public welfare program to
support maternal and child health services.

The campaign has reached over 7.5 crores pregnant women in both rural and urban
areas of India and offered them free, accessible, and quality antenatal care.

The Campaign has helped to lower the maternal mortality rate and infant mortality
rate.

After 10 years of the campaign, special PMSMA sessions were held throughout the
state of Rajasthan.

4,120 sessions of PMSMA were conducted throughout Rajasthan on Tuesday.
During these sessions more than 60,000 pregnant women had antenatal check-ups.
Through Maa Voucher Scheme, a total of 13,211 women of child bearing age
received sonography vouchers for free.

Ferric Carboxymaltose injection was administered free at the prescribed standard of
haemoglobin levels to more than 3,800 pregnant women.
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Objectives and Benefits of PMSMA

Objectives

e To ensure quality health care services for pregnant women at no cost.

e To identify any high risk pregnancies as early as possible.

e To decrease maternal deaths and infant deaths.

e To give the mother timely medical advise and treatment while pregnant.

e To make specialist health care services more available in both rural and urban
communities.

e To promote safe motherhood by regular checkups.

Benefits

e Free ante natal clinics are available at the government health institutions for
pregnant women.

e High-risk pregnancies are identified at an early stage.

e Severe anaemia, hypertension, diabetes and twin pregnancy are monitored and
managed.

e Pregnant people are counselled and treated by experienced healthcare providers.

e There is a Maa Voucher Scheme that offers free sonography support.

e The campaign enhances maternal health services at grassroot level.

The importance of Antenatal Care.

The care provided to the mother during.the pregnancy period is important to the health and
safety of the mother and child. Prenatal assessments enable the detection of complications
at the appropriate time. Early diagnosis and treatment can help to avoid risks at delivery.

PMSMA encourages pregnant women to register at the government health institution
nearest to their homes and avail free health care services. This is useful to ensure safe
delivery and healthy motherhood and better child health outcomes.

High-Risk Pregnancy Management

e A big success of PMSMA has been the prompt detection and treatment of
pregnancies that pose a risk. Special care and monitoring is required for pregnant
women with severe anaemia, high blood pressure, diabetes, twin pregnancy and for
those with other medical complications.

e The campaign allows for early detection of such cases and treatment. This will help
prevent complications during childbirth and enhance health and wellbeing of
mothers and babies.
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e The monitoring and implementation took place in Rajasthan.Monitoring and
Implementation was conducted in Rajasthan.

e Monitoring of the campaign was done by the medical officers at the state level,
district level and block level which ensured effective implementation of the
campaign. A total of 1,369 virtual monitoring activities and 176 physical inspections
were carried out in the special sessions of PMSMA.

e This monitoring mechanism helps to enhance service delivery, accountability and
quality of maternal health services in Rajasthan.

Conclusion

The Prime Minister Safe Motherhood Campaign has completed 10 years.as a significant
initiative in the field of maternal and child health. By providing free antenatal check-ups,
specialist consultation, early identification of high-risk pregnancies and timely treatment, the
campaign has strengthened safe motherhood services across the country. In Rajasthan, the
organisation of 4,120 PMSMA sessions and check-ups of more than 60,000 pregnant women
reflect the state’s commitment to maternal and child health.
