Dumps

Rajasthan to Extract
Crltlcal Minerals

Rajasthan is taking a revolutionary step in the mining sector, looking into critical minerals
from mineral waste dumps. Under the leadership of Chief Minister Bhajanlal Sharma and in

line with Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s focus on critical and strategic minerals, the state
has started scientific studies of mineral dumps to identify valuable resources. Some initial
research from the field of pink marble and green marble waste in Rajasthan has revealed
encouraging results for a quality amount of key minerals like nickel, cobalt, chromium and
gallium. Defence, green energy, aerospace and aeronautical industries are important
applications for these minerals. The initiative can enhance the energy security, strategic
security and economic security of India.

The key features of the initiative are:

e Rajasthan is exploring minerals from the mineral dumps and mining'waste which are
not used.

e Positive indications of nickel, cobalt, chromium and gallium have been found in the
study of pink marble and green marble waste.

e These minerals are useful in the fields of defence, renewable energy, aerospace and
aeronautics.

e The initiative is associated with the National Critical Mineral Mission launched by
Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

e Rajasthan State Mineral Exploration Trust and IIT Dhanbad have signed a pact for
scientific study of the mineral dumps.

e The goal is to recover valuable critical and strategic minerals from waste streams to
be used for commercial production.

e The agreement was signed between RSMET and IIT Dhanbad.

Institutional Partnership

The Department of Mines has signed an agreement with the IIT Dhanbad to study the
mineral dumps in Rajasthan under Rajasthan State Mineral Exploration Trust. The deal is too
concentrate on finding valuable critical and strategic minerals in these massive unexploited
mineral dumps throughout the state.

Purpose of the Agreement

The main purpose of the agreement is to scientifically evaluate mineral waste, identify
critical minerals and explore the possibility of commercial production. Here, the concept of
circular mining is encouraged in which mining waste is used as a resource rather than a
waste.

A pilot project and findings are provided

As per the agreement, 78 mineral dumps were identified in a pilot project by the Mines
Department. These dumps were clustered into 10 dumps clusters. A total of 8 dumps of pink
marble and 2 dumps of green marble (serpentinite) were studied in one cluster around the
Udaipur district.
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Significant amounts of Ni, Co, Cr and Ga were detected in these dumps. Initial estimates
suggest that their concentration might be 25 to 40 times greater than their normal
abundance on the Earth's crust. This is important for future mineral resource planning and
strategic mineral security purposes.

Further Scientific Evaluation

68 dumps and tailings remain are also being scientifically assessed with the help of IIT ISM
Dhanbad. Evaluation consists of mapping, geo-referencing of databases, sampling,
extraction, mineralological analysis and assessment of available resources.

The study will be conducted to look for the important minerals like tungsten, lithium, cobalt,
nickel and the rare earth elements. Mineral dumps are already found.in some other areas
like Udaipur, Banswara, Dungarpur, Pratapgarh, Salumber, Rishabhdev, Ajmer, Beawar, Sawar,
Nagaur, Sirohi, Jodhpur, Balesar, Sojat City and Jalore.

Link with National Critical Mineral Mission

National Importance

The National Critical Mineral Mission is responsible for exploration and mining activities of
critical and strategic minerals, such as rare earth minerals, heavy rare earth minerals and
critical rare metals. Rajasthan's initiative directly contributes to this mission by studying
critical minerals from the existing mineral dumps.

Rajasthan’s Role

Rajasthan has taken a unique initiative by having started the exploration of critical minerals
from the mineral dumps. Progress has.also been made in the rare earth mineral industry by
the state.In recent years, the'rare earth elements — critical and strategic — were discovered
in the Siwana Ring Complex, while the Central Government is also auctioning the mineral
blocks associated with the REE.
