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Chief Minister Bhajanlal Sharma unveiled the Viksit Rajasthan-2047 roadmap at the
11th meeting of the Governing Council of NITI Aayog, headed by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi held at Rashtrapati Bhavan. He said that the government of
Rajasthan has been taking active part in the national agenda of making Bharat a
Viksit Bharat by 2047 by empowering the youth, encouraging investments, promoting
welfare of the farmers, women-led development, green growth and good
governance.

lakh crore have made it to the ground breaking phase.
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e A modern refinery of 9 MMTPA is anticipated to be one of the milestones in
the industrial development of the State of Rajasthan.

e The present growth rate in the GSDP of Rajasthan is 10.24 percent which is
positive progress towards the economic target.

e The State has embraced the concept of youth empowerment, farmer
prosperity, women's economic empowerment, green energy and digital
governance as the pillars of development.

Investment and Industrial Development

This has led to the improvement of the investment climate in India, and the Chief
Minister credited the Prime Minister's focus on Ease of Doing Business for the
change. The state government of Rajasthan has also made significant and
substantial efforts towards reform to make the state a good place for investment.

The investment MoUs worth of %35 lakh crore are signed and ground-breaking
projects worth over %9 lakh crore are on the verge of breaking ground — both this
marks the growing industrial confidence of the state of Rajasthan. The coming
refinery will boost the downstream and energy industries, particularly in western
Rajasthan, along with petrochemicals.

Youth Empowerment and Employment Generation

e The demographic strength is being leveraged as a development asset in
Rajasthan. The state has achieved the second rank in the country in terms of
registered youth as per the My Bharat campaign with 18 lakh youth
registered.

e The state has also adopted the Skill India Mission, Pradhan Mantra Kaushal
Vikas Yojana, and the National Youth Policy with the introduction of the
Rajasthan Skill Policy, Rajasthan Youth Policy and Rajasthan Employment
Policy. Employment is being promoted via cooperatives; dairy development
and One District-One Product initiatives.

Agriculture and Farmer Welfare

e The government is striving to empower farmers to become Urjadata, as well
as entrepreneurs. In the case of Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana, 2.19
crore insurance policies were issued. In total, 496 solar energy projects with a
capacity of 723 MW have been set up under the PM-KUSUM Component-A.

e Rajasthan is the leader in both these aspects. The successful implementation
of PM Dhan-Dhaanya Krishi Yojana has led to improved area and production
of pulses, oil-seeds and horticulture crops in the desert areas of Bikaner,
Jaisalmer, Barmer, Pali, Nagaur, Jalore, Churu and Jodhpur.
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Women Empowerment and Social Development

Economic empowerment of women is one of the top priorities of the
Government of the State. The Lakhpati Didi and Drone Didi programmes are
being promoted to empower women to become self-reliant and to participate
in rural economic activities.

Rajasthan has been the top state in the country for the past 2 years with the
Pradhan Mantri Poshan Yojana. The state also has the second position in the
Pradhan Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana, which indicates improvement in
nutrition and maternal welfare.

Good Governance and Public Grievance Redressal

Rajasthan has started the Raj Unnati platform in the wake of the Union
Government's PRAGATI platform. More than %2 lakh crore worth of 42
important projects have been examined and put in fast-track mode via this
platform.

The Sampark Portal has enhanced grievance redressal to the public. The
mean duration of grievance disposal has been shorted from 28 days to 14
days while over 98 percent grievances are resolved effectively. The state
government has also taken up a zero tolerance attitude in the issue of
corruption.

Rajasthan is conducting Gram Vikas Chaupals to have face-to-face
conversation with the rural populace. To raise awareness on the welfare
schemes gram Vikas Raths have been deployed up to gram panchayat level
reaching 2 crore people:

Neemrana block has been ranked as the second best block in the country for
the year 2025-26 in the third quarter ranking done by NITI Aayog. Ramgarh
Pachwara, Dausa and Fatehgarh, Jaisalmer, also had good performances in
various categories.

More than 660 havelis in the town of Jhunjhunu, Churu and Sikar, are being
backed with the Shekhawati Haveli Conservation Scheme to build them as
tourism units. Rajasthan has taken the initiative of planting 50 crore saplings
in five years, and about 20 crore have already been planted, on the
environmental front.

This Viksit Rajasthan-2047 roadmap is an integrated model of economic growth,
youth participation in development, women empowerment, farmer welfare, green
energy, conservation of heritage and good governance.

The absence of opposition in.the election of candidates is due to the ratio of number
of valid candidates is equal to number of vacant seats. Where this happens, it is not
obligatory to.vote and the Returnee Officer announces the elected candidates
followingthe withdrawal deadlines.

Role of the'Returning Officer

It is important to note that the Returning Officer is also a crucial figure in the election
process, seeing to the conduct of the election as per the legal procedure. Bharat
Bhushan Sharma was the Returning Officer for the Rajya Sabha Biennial Election
2026 in Rajasthan.

He was responsible for overseeing nominations, withdrawal processes, counting the
votes after the withdrawal process and for giving certificates to the elected
candidates.

The major purpose of the Rural Service Camps 2026 is to resolve public grievances
on the spot and get pending works disposed of within time. These camps will operate
during the working hours from 9.30am until 6pm or until work is completed. Any
issue which is outstanding at 6 PM will be compiled and disposed of in a time bound
manner, department-wise.

Key points,ef the'rural service camps 2026:

e The camps will be run between 12th June and 15th July 2026.

Serviceswill be provided at gram panchayat headquarters.

Rev. Dept. will' be the nodal department.

22 major departments will take part in the campaign.

Citizens will get benefits from various schemes from one place.
