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Rajasthan Rural Service Camps
Strengthen Antyodaya-Based

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The Minister of Parliamentary Affairs, Law and Legal Affairs, Jogaram Patel, visited
the Rural Service Camp, organised at Shikarpura Gram Panchayat, Jodhpur, under
Luni Panchayat Samiti, to check its progress. The camp was part of a state-wide
Rural Service Camp which took place between 12 June and 15 July. The plan is to
make the government schemes and other necessary administrative services
availableto citizens directly at the village level.

The minister said that the state government was providing service to all the sections
of society since the leadership of Chief Minister Bhajanlal Sharma. The vision of
‘Lakshya-Antyodaya, Pran-Antyodaya, Path-Antyodaya’ is being translated in rural
and urban service camps, he said.

The key features of Rajasthan Rural Service Camps are as
follows:

e Rural Service Camps are held all over the Rajasthan from 12th June to 15th
July.

e The camps have been introduced with the objective of delivering the benefits
of welfare and flagship schemes at the doorstep of citizens.

e Works related to 22 departments are being carried out through these camps.
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e Any complaints or common administrative matters are being handled
immediately.

e These camps are encouraged by citizens to avail of government services for
quick and direct access.

Objectives and Benefits

Objectives

e To make sure the last mile of beneficiaries in rural areas.

To deliver prompt and satisfactory redress to the public at the local level.

To enhance the reach of Antyodaya approach to the most deprived sections.
To enhance administrative accountability by timely disposal of pending works.
To minimize the number of times citizens have to go to several government
offices.

Benefits

Improved service delivery to rural people.

 Improved coordination within departments at the field level.

Raising awareness on welfare schemes.

e Enhanced reach to agricultural, animal resource, income and social security
services.
e Improved governance with the citizen at its centre in Rajasthan.

The major servicesdiscussed in the eamp are listed below:

The minister ordered the officials to do their utmost to finish the work of each citizen
on the same day. Where there was any case which is not completed or pending,
departmental officers were requested to ensure that such cases are disposed of
within time.

The following services'were mentioned during the camp were important:

Mutual consent settlement of partition cases.

Filling in of revenue records.

Opening of pathways — disposal of cases.

Delivery of benefits under welfare and flagship schemes.

Services linked to the agriculture sector and animal husbandry and rural
administration.

Agriculture and Animal Husbandry Support

e The minister pointed out that the state government is supporting farmers in
the development of agriculture and economic security. Subsidies are being
provided for farm ponds, farm reservoirs, fencing and agricultural implements.
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e The livestock owners are implementing schemes like Mukhyamantri Mangla

Pashu Bima Yojana and Gopal Credit Card Yojana. The minister urged
livestock farmers to insure their livestock to get financial compensation in
case any animals are lost.

Employment and Recruitment Announcements

e The minister also mentioned the targets agreed by the state government for

employment. He said that government has set the target of giving 4 lakh
government jobs in five years. The government has already made
appointments on over one lakh 25 thousand government posts, according to
the statement.

He also added that recruitment is going on for over 1.35 lakh posts and a
recruitment calendar for this year has been issued for 1.25lakh posts. He also
added that over 350 tests have been conducted so far during the present
government without any paper leakage.

Religious and Cultural Context

e On his visit the minister also performed the rituals at Shri Rajaram Ji Maharaj

Temple in Shikarpura Dham and also prayed for the prosperity of the state of
Rajasthan. He was blessed by the head of the ashram, Mahant Dayaram Ji
Maharaj.

It is indicative of the public outreach, local religious institutions and social
participation in the rural public sphere in rajasthan.

This will be important for the RAS Exam.

e Rural Service Camps are relevant to the topics of Rural Governance,

Administrative Decentralisation, Grievance Redressal, Welfare Delivery and
Antyodaya model, in the context of preparation for RAS. This kind of
programs demonstrate the state government's efforts to improve governance
at the grassroots level to be more accessible, responsive and citizen-centric.

Raj institutions, revenue administration, agriculture support, livestock welfare,
and also service delivery reforms in the context of current affairs of Rajasthan.
