Significant works of the Honourees.

Prakash Prajapati of Sirohi: A Humanitarian Worker All his Life.

Prakash Prajapati has been assisting police and administration for the last 27
years.

He has carried 1584 free of charge to their destinations, unclaimed and
accident-deceased bodies.

He also had them perform their last rites in a dignified and proper. manner.
He assisted in the last rites of 360 COVID-positive corpses, a task that was
done when most of the population feared even touching their loved ones
during the COVID period.

He even proclaimed that he would give his body away.

Moreover, he made 19 other individuals follow this noble cause.

His work is a symbol of humanity, honor of the dead, and community unity in a
challenging situation.

Sujeet Kashyap, alias Ram Kashyap of Jhalawar: An Icon of Saving Life
through Courage.

Ram Kashyap has been a savior on several occasions in times of emergency.
He rescued the life of an.abandoned newborn lying in bushes in December
2025, in the middle of harsh winter.

He did not only take the child to the hospital but he had a police report
registered, a legal protection.

He has been on the side of the victims in accidents on the road and in
mishaps associated with fairs.

He has also been assisting the seriously ill patients who were referred to
Kota.

His last adventure came during the 2022 floods when he rescued
approximately 15 20 families and saved his own life.

He has made a significant contribution in disaster Answer , emergency relief
and citizen responsibility.

Sindhu Binujeet, Udaipur: A defender of the future of children.

e One such important contribution to smart policing and child protection has

been made by Sindhu Binujeet, a child safety advisor in the divisional level.
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Her child-friendly police station and safe school model, pioneered in
Dungarpur, was adopted by the whole Udaipur Range.

Vatsal Vartas: she made children less afraid and created children-police trust.
In collaboration with UNICEF, she significantly helped to end child labour and
child migration in BT cotton regions.

Her work in this field was appreciated by the Chief Minister as well.

Her endeavours relate policing to welfare, education, child rights, and
preventive government.

Administrative and Social Significance.

Role in Policing

These examples demonstrate that the police performance is enhanced when
citizens are engaged in cooperating actively.

The following support information, rescue, victim support and social trust all
enhance policing outcomes.

Such honours motivate people to become partners in public safety.

Role in Society

The incident creates a powerful message that serving humanity is not related
to official status.

The World Bank Board has given a significant boost to the Rajasthan Highways
Modernisation Project by loaning 14 state highways in Rajasthan 2025 crore to
upgrade the highways. The project will also seek to upgrade the highway system,
enhance safety on the roads and enhance the transport system within the state.
Chief Secretary V. Srinivas reviewed the Rajasthan Highways Modernization Project
at the Secretariat at a high level. This developmentis significant to examine since it
is integrated to develop infrastructure, reform road safety, intelligent transport
technology, enhance logistics, and sustainable mobility planning. It also indicates the
contribution made by international financial institutions to the development projects
at state level in India.

Some of theimportant elements of the Rajasthan Highways
Modernization Project are as follows.

The project will involve upgrading of a total of 14 state highways.

Highway improvement will be a total of approximately 926 km.

Among these, 5 of them will be built in EPC mode.

The rest 9 projects will be developed in HAM mode.

Intelligent Transport System (ITS) will be applied in the project as a real-time
monitoring.

The World Bank Board has approved a loan of 32025 crore for the project.

A three-way contract will be shortly signed between the World Bank and the
Government of India, Department of Economic Affairs and the Transport and
Road Safety Department of the Government of the State of Rajasthan and the
Rajasthan Government State Highways Authority.

Other aspects of transport planning included in the project are not limited
to highway upgradation.

Plans to decongest traffic will be ready in Jaipur and Jodhpur.

Public transport systems based on the use of ITS will be developed.

A State Logistics Master Plan will also be developed.

Such characteristics ensure that the project is significant not just as a road
building project, but as a larger project on transport modernization.

Road Safety Awareness #
Campaign from April

An awareness campaign on road safety will commence in Jaipur in April and last
over one quarter or three months with the Jaipur District Road Safety Committee
overseeing the program. This was decided during a meeting chaired by the
Committee Chairman and District Collector Sandesh Nayak. The campaign will
transform traffic in Jaipur to be safer, smooth and disciplined. One of the key areas
of focus will be the development of Tonk road between Yadgar Ajmeri Gate and
Sanganer as a perfect traffic road. The project is significant as an examination
consideration since it is associated with road safety control, city traffic control, public
education, correction of the infrastructure, traffic laws enforcement, and importance
of the district-level administration to minimize road accidents.

The characteristics of the Campaign are as follows:

The campaign will be three months beginning in April.

e Tonk Road: Yadgar Ajmeri Gate to Sanganer will be developed as an ideal
and accident free road network.

e Various agencies will collaborate including Jaipur Development Authority,
Municipal Corporation, District Administration, Police Administration,
Transport Department, and Public Works Department.
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e Cooperation with the people has also been requested to make this corridor a
success.
e The campaign will be aimed at both awareness and enforcement.

Significant Projects to be undertaken

Recent advancements have been made to enhance infrastructure and
traffic, among others.

During the campaign, the following corrective works will be carried out:

Municipal road repair.

Fixing of sewerage manholes

Proper signages to be installed.

Zebra crossings repainted.

Correction of dividers

Repair of traffic lights

Re-painting of white lane markings in the center/of roads.
Improved crossing amenities.

These are to enhance theflow of traffic and minimize the
chances of accidents.

Enforcement Measures
Tough measures will also be employed in cases of traffic offences including:

Overloaded vehicles

Jumping traffic signals

Not wearing seat belts

Not wearing helmets

Drunk driving

Driving and using mobile phones.

This demonstrates that the campaign is a mixture of public awareness and legal
enforcement.

School-Based Traffic Education

The District Collector stated that school students, who are the future citizens, will be
given free awareness about traffic rules under the campaign.

They will be told about:

e Rules concerning traffic lights.
e How and when to cross the road safely
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e How to avoid road accidents

The significance of this component is that the discipline over time of the traffic can be
established by early education and perception of behaviour.

Black Spot Improvement

According to the District Collector, one of the greatest challenges to the smooth and
safe traffic flow is black spots.

e In Jaipur there are a total of 88 black spots.
e Permanent corrective work is in progress at 34 black spots.
e Already 53 black spots have been improved.

Road safety governance also involves the identification and treatment of black spots
since these areas are very prone to accidents.

Administrative Significance

This project is indicative of a coordinated governance on a district level. It
demonstrates ways in which various departments and agencies can collaborate in
the interests of the safety of people. The project further shows the relevance of
preventative road safety, administration of urban infrastructure, awareness among
citizens, and discipline on the roads in an expanding city such as Jaipur.

Conclusion

The road safety campaign in Jaipur is a three-month administrative campaign to
improve traffic and reduce accidents by increasing road safety awareness. By
correcting the infrastructure; involving the people, educating the students,
implementing regulations, and addressing the black spots, the campaign will enable
Jaipur to become a safer and more exemplary urban transport network.
